Subject: Comments on changes WEQ OASIS S&CP implementation Guide and Data Dictionary for 890 compliance by NAESB

Jonathan,

Thank you for taking the time yesterday to discuss PJM's interest in the initial comments for the WEQ Electronic Scheduling and Information Technology Subcommittee for the draft modifications to WEQ 001 to address Order 890.  We understand that the Draft Recommendation Annual Plan 2(ii) reflects modifications to WEQ 002 (OASIS S&CP), WEQ 003 (OASIS Data Dictionary), and WEQ 013 (Implementation Guide).  PJM is looking forward to actively participating in the conference today at Colorado Springs via Web Conference.  Some of the items we are planning to engage in discussion are:

*
There should be a statement in the introduction to the standards noting that a transmission provider need only adhere to standards that are required by their tariff.  Some requirements are not required by RTO's and should therefore be exempt.  For example, conditional firm is not a RTO process offered.

*
There are some changes to the S&CP templates that provide no additional benefit or functionality to the user and are not deemed as cost effective to implement.  One example of this is changing the field "start_time" to "bid_start_time."  We will request the ESS to revisit this document and appropriately update the standards.

*
 Transmission Rollovers will be on a once per five year basis.  We currently cover the "rollover data" in a comments field.  Rollovers are not  frequent enough to justify the application   changes and user benefit to the OASIS seems minimal.

These are some of the topics that PJM wishes to discuss at the conference.  We will address more as they apply.
