Recommended Clarification to Standard 4.19 for request R04035
4.19
In those cases where right-of-first-refusal is required to be offered, the Transmission Provider shall notify the Customer, through the use of a COUNTEROFFER, of the opportunity to match the subsequent offer.
Because Standard 4.19 suggests moving a request to COUNTEROFFER, and because the current business practices do not allow moving a request from CONFIRMED to COUNTEROFFER, Standard 4.19 must be intended to only apply to requests in the ACCEPTED state.  For clarification, the following change is recommended to Standard 4.19:
4.19
Prior to Confirmation, in those cases where right-of-first-refusal is required to be offered, the Transmission Provider shall move requests in the ACCEPTED state to COUNTEROFFER, to notify the customer of the opportunity to match the subsequent offer.
4.20. A Customer who has been extended a right-of-first-refusal according to Table 4-3 shall
 have a confirmation time limit equal to the lesser of (a) the Customer Confirmation Time Limit in Table 4-2 or (b) 24 hours.
