Final Minutes
1. Welcome
Mr. Wood welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  Ms. Rehman requested discussion of FERC Order 676A be added to the agenda.  The agenda was adopted as revised.
Mr. Eckelkamp moved, seconded by Ms. Rehman, to adopt the June 27-28 minutes as final minutes.  The motion passed unanimously.  Ms. Rehman moved, seconded by Ms. Weathers, to adopt the July 10-11 minutes as final minutes.  The motion passed unanimously.  Ms. Rehman moved, seconded by Ms. Weathers, to adopt the August 11 minutes as final minutes. 2. Discussion of FERC Order 676A
Ms. Rehman noted that on September 21, the FERC issued Order 676A denying rehearing for Order 676.  She added that the WEQ Executive Committee had remanded the proposed revision to Standard 9.7 to the ESS/ITS after the rehearing process was complete.
Ms. Kennedy stated that she would discuss this issue with the WEQ leadership and schedule 9.7 to be included on the agenda for discussion during the next meeting of the ESS/ITS.
3. Review and revise the draft scoping document for Request No. R05026 (Thirteen 
proposed enhancements to incrementally improve OASIS) jointly with the WEQ SRS

The subcommittee reviewed the draft scoping document for Request No. R05026 drafted by the WEQ Standards Review Subcommittee (SRS) and revised by the OASIS Task Force.  The draft with the notes from the OASIS Task Force was posted as a work paper for this meeting:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ess_its092506w2.doc.  Mr. Sorenson also submitted a revised scoping document for R05026 that was posted as a work paper for this meeting:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ess_its092506w1.doc.
Ms. Kirby stated that the SRS drafted the scoping document to include the categories set forth in the FERC ANOPR for OASIS 2:  RM00-10-000.  The categories are:  Improved Communications; Electronic Scheduling; and Development of Efficient Markets and Use of Transmission Grid.
After discussion, Mr. Wood moved, seconded by Ms. Franz, to recommend that the Scoping Document be revised to parallel the sections in the request (A-M) instead of the categories in the ANOPR.  The motion passed unanimously.

4. R04006C1 (Develop OASIS 1A capacity release request standards) – review the draft 
implementation guide for the S&CPs; the modified S&CPs; and the recommendation 
for the RELINQUISH mechanism drafted by the OASIS Task Force
Standards & Communication Protocols
The subcommittee reviewed the most recent draft of the revised S&CPs that will reflect the removal of the items that will be included in the proposed Implementation Guide.  The document reviewed was posted as a work paper for this meeting:  Draft Revision of OASIS S&CPs by JT Wood, Southern Company 9/13/06.
Section 002-2.1(d):  Ms. Rehman noted that the reference in Section 002-2.1(d) to Part 37 should be clarified to state 18 CFR Part 37 and 358.  The subcommittee agreed that a global search should be done throughout the document to revise any references to the CFR.  The subcommittee agreed that the reference to Section 5.3 in Section 002-2.1 should be corrected to reference the correct NAESB standard using the standard numbering system.  Mr. Wood stated that he would conduct the search in the document and correct the references.
Section 002-3.4(k): The subcommittee added clarifying language to state that the organizational chart should be downloadable directly without the use of software “that would require a licensing fee”.
The subcommittee agreed that the portions that were deleted via the redline feature in Section 002-4.2.10.1 were to be inserted into the draft Implementation Guide.  This includes parts of 002-4.2.10.1(a), (b), and (c); all of (d); parts of (e); all of (f); and parts of (g).  The State Diagram of Purchase Transactions (Exhibit 4-1) will be repeated in the Implementation Guide.  
Sections 002-4.2.13.1-002.4.2.13.10 were deleted for insertion in the Implementation Guide in their entirety.  Section 002-4.4 was removed for insertion in the Implementation Guide in its entirety.

RELINQUISH mechanism business practices
Next, the subcommittee reviewed the latest draft of the business practice standards to correspond with the Relinquish mechanism in the Standards & Communication Protocols.  The subcommittee revised the document posted as a work paper for this meeting titled:  R04006C1 Draft Recommendation, as revised by OASIS Task Force on 8/31/06.
Section 10.5.3.5:  Mr. Pritchard stated that the language proposed in Section 10.5.3.5 that limits Release to future hours defeats the value of the Relinquish mechanism.  The subcommittee deleted the phrase “and limited to future hours” and inserted the sentence “Past transactions may not be modified with a Relinquish request.”
Section 10.5.3.8:  Mr. Pritchard stated that if the Relinquish is done from a Network Reservation, then there is no Parent Reservation to see the increase in capacity.  Ms. Weathers stated that was the reason the Relinquish standards should be added as a subset of the Non-Firm Redirect standards.  Mr. Wood stated that he drafted the recommendation to be added to Section 10.5, the Point to Point standards.  Mr. Pritchard stated that if that is the case, the Summary section should be revised so that additional standards may be recommended to apply the Relinquish mechanism to other services, such as Network Service.

5. Review Request No. R05020 (Include a guideline for rounding schedules with partial 
mwh’s in the coordinate interchange business practice) and begin drafting model 
business practices to address this request
The subcommittee reviewed Request No. R05020, submitted by NERC, to revise the Coordinate Interchange business practices to include a guideline for rounding scheduled with partial mwh’s.  Mr. Harshbarger stated that there is an issue with the calculation of losses by the authority when the reliability entity cuts the transaction with the concurrent losses embedded in the tag.  When the tag author creates the tag with concurrent loss deliveries, it will enter the profile with the POR/POD down the line.  The authority keeps the profile and if the reliability authority conducts an adjustment, the authority has to recalculate the losses to reflect the reduced flow to make sure each authority adjusted the same.
It was the consensus of the ESS/ITS to forward Request No. R05020 to the Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (JISWG) for business practice standards development.  Mr. Harshbarger, NAESB chair of the JISWG, supported the assignment.
6. Request No. R04006E
This item was not discussed.

7. Request No. R06006 (Develop standards to allow for registered Market Operators to 
request changes to the Market Level profile of Implemented Interchange)
Mr. Harshbarger stated that standards to allow for registered Market Operators to request changes to the Market Level profile of Implemented Interchange will be included in the e-tag specification that the JISWG is drafting.  The mechanism that will be created so that the Balancing Authority can make an adjustment that will not be treated as an action upon the reliability profile, but as acting upon the market profile of the tag.
The ESS/ITS participants agreed that Request No. R06006 should be forwarded to the JISWG for development of business practice standards.  Mr. Harshbarger, NAESB chair of the JISWG, supported the assignment.
8. Review Annual Plan Item 3(b)(i) to develop companion business practices to NERC’s 
Cyber Standard (CIP002-009), and specifically review section 1303-Personnel & 
Training to determine if business practices are needed
This item was not discussed.
9. Update on the joint effort with the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee and the 
NERC ATC Drafting Team to draft standards to address Request No. R05004A (revised 
on 08/15/2006 by WEQ Executive Committee)
Ms. Kennedy stated that for information purposes, she wanted the ESS/ITS to be aware that the WEQ Executive Committee adopted a revision to Request No. R05004.  A team of NAESB volunteers reviewed the OATT NOPR in order to help NAESB develop comments to the FERC that were submitted on August 7, 2006.  During these discussions, it was determined that the Request for the ATC business practice standards development, R05004 did not include all of the items in the OATT NOPR that dealt with ATC.  The OATT NOPR team identified the items that should be added to the scope of the OATT NOPR and a revised Request R05004 was drafted.  The revised Request R05004A was posted as a work paper for this meeting (http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ess_its092506w8.doc) and is also posted on the NAESB Request and Standards Development Activity page.

10. Next Meetings
The ESS/ITS scheduled a meeting on October 23-24, 2006 in Reno, Nevada, with Sierra Pacific Resources as the host.  The meeting will take place from 1:00 PM to 5:00 PM Pacific on October 23 and 9:00 AM to 2:00 PM on October 24.  The agenda for this meeting will include:

· Discuss Next Steps due to the direction of the WEQ Executive Committee on August 15, 2006 in light of FERC Order 676-A;

· R04006C1 (Develop OASIS 1A capacity release request standards) – review the draft implementation guide for the S & CPs; the modified S & CPs;  and the recommendation for the RELINQUISH mechanism;

· Request No. R04006E (Network Service Transactions);

· Review Annual Plan Item 3(b)(i) to develop companion business practices to NERC's Cyber Standard (CIP002-009), and specifically review section 1303-Personnel & Training to determine if business practices are needed;

· An update on the joint effort with the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee and the NERC ATC Drafting Team to draft standards to address Request No. R05004A (revised on 08/15/2006 by WEQ Executive Committee).
