I'm not sure who I should send this to but after talking to some of our business folks I have a couple of questions regarding the draft standards for RESALES:
1.  Standard Y.6: Redirect of a Resale - The first sentence states "The Assignee shall have the right to Redirect firm rights acquired through a Resale."  A Resale by definition is the acquisition of scheduling rights only, not the acquisition of the transmission rights because the Reseller retains financial responsibility and ownership.  A redirect is a change to the transmsmission rights associated with a reservation - much more than simply conveying scheduling rights to a third party.  How would OASIS accommodate a scheduling agent redirecting transmission that they do not own or pay for?
2.  Standard Y.6.1 - States that "The Assignee shall be obligated directly to the TP for any additional charges or credits resulting from any Redirect on a firm basis."  How can they be obligated for payment when a they Resale action only conferred scheduling rights and not financial obligation?  Billing would be unable to recognize any payment obligation on the part of the Resale entity.
Please let me know if I'm missing the point somewhere.
