Final Minutes
1. Welcome
Mr. Wood welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  Mr. Wood moved, seconded by Ms. Franz to adopt the agenda as drafted.  The agenda was adopted without objection.  The subcommittee reviewed the draft minutes from the September 25-26 meeting.  Mr. Pritchard moved, seconded by Mr. Eckelkamp, to adopt the minutes as drafted.  The motion passed unanimously.  The final minutes from the September 25-26 meeting are posted on the NAESB website:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ess_its092506fm.doc.

2. Discuss Next Steps due to the direction of the WEQ Executive Committee on August 15, 2006 in light of FERC Order 676-A and denial of rehearing requests
Mr. Wood stated that on September 21, the FERC denied the rehearing requests for Order 676 submitted by Southern Company and Midwest ISO.  Ms. Kennedy noted that during the August 2006 meeting, the WEQ Executive Committee voted to:  “Remand the recommendation for Annual Plan Item 3(a)(x) to the subcommittee to address issues of inconsistency to the FERC direction including any necessary changes to the rest of the Redirect standards.  The starting point for the subcommittee would be the revised recommendation submitted by Mr. Sorenson and referenced above.  After the subcommittee gets guidance from the appropriate FERC staff, the subcommittee will not begin modification of the recommendation until such time as the FERC has issued a final order on rehearing on Order 676.”  Ms. Kennedy stated that since Order 676-A was issued denying the requests for rehearing, she contacted Mr. Rosenberg regarding the direction of the WEQ Executive Committee to obtain guidance from FERC staff on moving forward on modifying Standard 9.7.  Ms. Kennedy stated that Mr. Rosenberg advised that the subcommittee refrain from moving forward on further modification to Standard 9.7 until after the Order is issued in Docket No. RM05-25.  The subcommittee agreed to postpone further modification of Standard 9.7 until after the Order is issued.
3. R04006C1 (Develop OASIS 1A capacity release request standards) – review the draft 
implementation guide for the S & CPs; the modified S & CPs;  and the 
recommendation for the RELINQUISH mechanism
The subcommittee reviewed the draft recommendation for the Relinquish mechanism posted as a work paper for this meeting:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ess_its102306w3.doc.

Ms. Rehman suggested moving the phrase “to the Transmission Provider” to the beginning of the sentence in Section 10.5.3.1.  In Sections 10.5.3.2.1 and 10.5.3.4, Ms. Rehman suggested that the term Parent Reservation be clarified to note whether it is the Non-Firm Redirect Parent Reservation or the Firm Parent Reservation.  “Parent” was deleted from Sections 10.5.3.2.1 and 10.5.3.4 so the reference would be to the Non-Firm Redirect Reservation.

Section 10.5.3.5 was split into two sections:  one that sets forth the requirement that Relinquish Requests can only be requested for future hours and the second that states that the Relinquish Request must only be within the bounds of the start/stop times of the Non-firm Redirect.

The subcommittee made additional modifications to the recommendation.  The document with the modifications made on October 23 is posted with the redlines accepted as a work paper for this meeting:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ess_its102306w6.doc.

On October 24, the subcommittee reviewed the clean version of the Relinquish recommendation and made additional modifications.  The modifications were not substantive, but to clarify the existing requirements for the Relinquish business practices.  The recommendation as revised on October 24 is posted in redline format as an attachment to these minutes:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ess_its102306a3.doc
Ms. Rehman moved, seconded by Ms. Franz, to post the revised recommendation for an informal comment period of 20 days.  The subcommittee will review any comments during the next meeting/conference call.  The motion passed without objection.
Split of S&CPs to have separate Implementation Guide:  The subcommittee began to review the work paper drafted during the September meeting that includes notes within the S&CPs where sections should be removed for insertion in the yet to be drafted Implementation Guide.  The subcommittee began to remove the sections that will be included in the Implementation Guide.
Ms. Rehman stated that she was not sure that this was the best route to take because if the S&CPs were divided, users may not realize that both documents are required to be implemented.  Other subcommittee members agreed with Ms. Rehman that the decision the subcommittee made several months ago to develop an Implementation Guide from the S&CPs may not be the best next step.  After further discussion, the subcommittee asked Ms. Kennedy to revise the document so that the sections that would be removed for the Implementation Guide would be in a different font than the sections that would remain in the S&CPs. 4. Draft S&CPs to complement the ratified business practice standards for WEQ Annual 
Plan Item 3(c)(i)
The subcommittee reviewed the standards ratified on October 2, 2006 to address WEQ 2006 Annual Plan Item 3(c)(i):  Development of business practice for Standards of Conduct link on OASIS page.  The WEQ 2006 Annual Plan includes an item, 3(c)(ii), for the development of modifications to the Standards & Communication Protocols to implement business practice standards.
The subcommittee reviewed the existing Standards & Communication Protocols and made modifications based on the newly ratified business practice standards.  A new subsection was added to Section 002-3.4(b).  Section 002-3.4(k) was deleted in its entirety.  The third bullet in Section 002-4.5 was edited so that the sentence “There shall be a reference in INFO.HTM to the location of the company’s organizational chart, job descriptions and personnel names as referenced in Section 3.4 k” was removed because it referenced Section 002-3.4(k).  A bullet was added to Section 002-4.5:  “An exception to this requirement is specified in Section 002-4.6.”  The ratified business practice standards were added in its entirety as new Section 002-4.5.

The redline changes can be found in the document posted as an attachment to these minutes titled:  Draft S&CP modifications for Standards of Conduct modifications (WEQ 2006 Annual Plan Item 3(c)(i).  The subcommittee will further revise this document at the next meeting.
5. Request No. R04006E (Network Service Transactions)
Next, the subcommittee discussed the development of business practices for Request No. R04006E.  Ms. Rehman stated that the OATT Reform NOPR addresses Network Service and suggested that the subcommittee review the NOPR to make sure those items are included in the Request.  Mr. Pritchard stated that the NOPR addresses designated network resources where the source must be firm generation.
After further discussion, Mr. Wood, Mr. Pritchard, and Mr. Eckelkamp volunteered to submit examples of how their prospective organizations address network service transactions as work papers for the next meeting.
6. Review Annual Plan Item 3(b)(i) to develop companion business practices to NERC’s 
Cyber Standard (CIP002-009), and specifically review section 1303-Personnel & 
Training to determine if business practices are needed
The subcommittee postponed discussion of this item to the next meeting.  The subcommittee requested that Ms. Kennedy contact NERC to request that the companion NERC document be posted as a work paper, or a link to the document on the NERC website be posted, for the next meeting.  Ms. Kennedy stated that she would contact NERC to obtain permission to post a link to the document as a work paper for the next meeting.
7. An update on the joint effort with the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee and the 
NERC ATC Drafting Team to draft standards to address Request No. R05004A
Mr. Wood provided the update on the ATC business practices development.  Mr. Wood stated that on October 20, the NAESB office distributed a Request for Informal Comments on Request No. R05004A Item B.  Comments are due on November 13, 2006.  The document is posted on the NAESB website:  Request for Informal Comments on Revised Draft Standards Language for R05004A Item 1B - due November 13, 2006.
The ESS/ITS and BPS are scheduled to meet via conference call on Friday, October 27 from 2:00 PM to 4:00 PM Central.  The agenda is posted on the NAESB website:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_atc_afc102706a.doc.  The ESS/ITS and BPS are scheduled to meet on November 15, 2006 from 10:00 AM to 4:00 PM Central at the Magnolia Hotel in Dallas, Texas, hosted by NAESB.  The agenda for this meeting will include review of the comments submitted on Item B. 
8. Next Meetings
The ESS/ITS agreed to reschedule the November 27-28, 2006 meeting for December.  The subcommittee agreed to tentatively schedule a meeting at NAESB’s offices in Houston, Texas on December 4-5.  The meeting would take place from 1:00 PM to 5:00 PM Central on December 4 and 9:00 AM to 2:00 PM on December 5.  Ms. Kennedy stated that she would need to consult with the NAESB office to determine if this meeting can be held at that time.  The agenda for this meeting will include:

· Review the comments submitted during the Informal Comment period for the draft Relinquish standards to address Request No. R04006C1 (Develop OASIS 1A capacity release request standards).  During this meeting, these standards may be voted for submission to the WEQ Executive Committee for adoption after being posted for formal comment.
· Determine the Next Steps for the development of the Implementation Guide

· Request No. R04006E (Network Service Transactions):  review examples to be submitted by subcommittee participants;

· Review Annual Plan Item 3(b)(i) to develop companion business practices to NERC's Cyber Standard (CIP002-009), and specifically review section 1303-Personnel & Training to determine if business practices are needed;

· An update on the joint effort with the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee and the NERC ATC Drafting Team to draft standards to address Request No. R05004A.

9. Other Business/Next Steps

No Other Business was discussed.

Ms. Kennedy will post the required documents for the December meeting and will post the Relinquish recommendation for a 20 day informal comment period.
