Final Minutes
1. Welcome
Mr. Sorenson welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.
2. Review Final Recommendation for R04006D – Resales and Transfers Recommendation and Comments
The committee reviewed the draft recommendation for Request No. R04006D modified by the ESS/ITS during the meeting on October 20-21, 2005 and further modified by Mr. Sorenson after the meeting.  Mr. Sorenson added modified examples to illustrate the proposed modification to Redirect Standard 9.8.1, added the rationale of the subcommittee in Section 4(d) of the recommendation, and conducted a clean-up of the document.  The recommendation reviewed by the subcommittee during this meeting is posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ess_its102705w5.doc.
Ms. Rehman requested deleting the phrase “of transmission rights” from Standard Y.1.  The committee agreed to make this modification.

Ms. Rehman asked how the recommendation would include the discussion of the subcommittee during the October 20-21, 2005 meeting regarding providing for redirect of a resale.  Mr. Sorenson stated that Section 4(d) of the recommendation references the discussion of the subcommittee on this topic.  Ms. Rehman requested that a note be inserted in the Summary section of the recommendation to state:  “In reviewing this recommendation, please note the questions posed in Section 4(d) – Commentary/Rationale of Subcommittee(s)/Task Force(s) for specific questions posed by the Subcommittee.”
Mr. Harshbarger moved, seconded by Ms. Weathers, to forward the recommendation to the WEQ Executive Committee for adoption.  The motion passed unanimously.

Recommendation R04006D will be posted for the thirty day formal comment period on October 28, 2005.  The WEQ Executive Committee will review any comments and vote on the recommendation at its meeting on November 29, 2005. 3. Review Final Joint Recommendation for R04035/R05002 – Clarify OASIS 1A 
nomenclature and amend WEQ standard 4.19 and to amend sections 9.5 and 10.5 of 
the OASIS 1A Redirect Standards
The ESS/ITS Subcommittee reviewed the joint recommendation for Request Nos. R04035/R05002 modified by the ESS/ITS during the October 20-21 meeting and further modified by Ms. Weathers.  The recommendation reviewed by the subcommittee is posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ess_its102705w1.doc.  There are two attachments to the recommendation for Request Nos. R04035/R05002:  Attachment A to the recommendation is a proposed modification to Appendix B Redirects Examples.  The modifications were made pursuant to Request R05002 that states:  “Examples: Provide better examples to clarify the Redirect Standard including revisions as necessary based on any proposed changes to this Standard.”  Attachment B to the recommendation is a Consolidation of recommendations R04035 and R05002 to see resulting Standards 9 and 10.
Ms. Weathers noted that the subcommittee needed to draft a response to the comment from WE Energies regarding the definition of “significant amount” as used in OASIS Standard 1.8.  The committee drafted a response to the comment to state:  “The subcommittee does not have a recommendation at this time.  It would be difficult to establish a single number that would be relevant for all OASIS sites.”
Ms. Weathers noted that the subcommittee also had not drafted a response to the comment from WE Energies on Redirect Standards 10.1.6 and 10.5.1.  The comments state:  “When looking at these sections together, if a TC must pre-confirm a request and can have multiple competing redirect requests that are being evaluated, when the TC ‘accepts’ a request it will automatically be confirmed in violation of 10.5.1.  This then raises the question on how the TC would notify the TP which competing redirect request has priority if more than one are deemed Ok.  If the requirement for pre-confirmation is removed, then the TC would be able to determine which request they would prefer to confirm.”  Mr. Sorenson stated that to remove the pre-confirm requirement would require a significant change to the standards that should be reviewed by a larger group.  Ms. Weathers stated that the two standards did not conflict.  Mr. Wood agreed.  The subcommittee drafted a response to the comment to state:  “We do not agree that preconfirmation will result in a violation of 10.5.1.  Based on 10.5, the violation would not occur.  The Transmission Provider would reject any requests over the amount of the Capacity Available to Redirect of the Parent Reservation.  The subcommittee discussed this issue at length and determined not to remove the requirement for preconfirmation.”
Mr. Harshbarger suggested that the recommendation include a recommendation to modify the spelling and capitalization of the term ETAG in the Redirect standards to be e-Tag.  Modification 18 was added to the recommendation to state:  “Change the term “ETAG” to “e-Tag” throughout Standards 9 and 10.”

The modifications made in the recommendation were also made to Attachment B to the recommendation, which is a Consolidation of Recommendation R04035/R05002 to see resulting Standards 9 and 10.
Ms. Rehman moved, seconded by Mr. Harshbarger, to send Recommendation R04035/R05002 and Attachments A and B to the recommendation to the WEQ Executive Committee for adoption.  The motion passed unanimously.
Recommendation R04035/R05002 and Attachments A and B will be posted for the thirty day formal comment period on October 28, 2005.  The WEQ Executive Committee will review any comments and vote on the recommendation at its meeting on November 29, 2005.  The recommendation is posted on the NAESB website at:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/r04035_r05002_rec.doc.
