All, though we are beyond the comment deadline, I would like to suggest that 002-3.4 (b)(ii)  be reviewed.  This has no content or description related to SOC postings. As it stands, it looks like something’s missing.

I would suggest changing (b) to generically something like “General Web Content” or “General Postings”.  Then set (b)(i) to Home Page with description that TPs may post information of general interest and required Standard of Conduct information at a registered URL.  Set (b)(ii) to INFO.HTM with existing description.

I would also suggest similar organization for 002-4.5, where 002-4.5.1 is Home Page and 002-4.5.2 is INFO.HTM.  Or, change 002-4.5 title to “Information supported by INFO.HTM”, and make 002-4.6 Information supported by Home Page.  SOC link requirement is one required field/link on home page – we may add more and making the requirement(s) a subsection seems appropriate for each required posting/link.

Of course, my ultimate recommendation is to totally get rid of the INFO.HTM requirement and put all requirements on the Home Page
