	Purpose (Describe the purpose of the standard — what the standard will achieve in support of reliability.))

This request for an amendment to the existing timing tables in the INT standards will assure consistent and practical implementation of the standards and e-Tag specification.  



	Industry Need (Provide a detailed statement justifying the need for the proposed standard, along with any supporting documentation.)

Currently, revised e-Tag specification 1.7097 cites NERC/NAESB standards for submital timing requirements assocaited On-time, LATE, and ATF submital designations.  The existing timing table does not include these designations.  In addition, the existing timing tables do not speicifically address ATF assessment periods.  Lastly, assessment periods associated with next-hour requests in the WECC are not practical for real-time implementation.



	Brief Description (Describe the proposed standard in sufficient detail to clearly define the scope in a manner that can be easily understood by others.)

This amendment to the Timing Table in the INT Standards will clearly define the application of On-time, LATE, and ATF designations to RFIs.  In addition, the amendment will clearly call-out ATF assesment times and will provide practical revisions to next-hour WECC RFIs.
