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For next Monday’s JISWG call:

I think it is important to make ATF a generic label applied to “requests”.  We often refer to ATF e-Tags which might sound limiting to New Tag Request submissions.  But, more often, we see ATF activity in the form of adjustments to past hours on e-Tags of transaction_type=dynamic.  These adjustments are actual ATF requests to modify implemented e-Tags.

So whether a New Tag request or an profile modification request, if it is submitted greater than hour in the past, it gets a 2 hour assessment.

Here’s what is 1.8 that addresses ATF:

3.6.1.1    Processing a New Tag Request Submission

The security key presented with the Request Tag message will be used by the Tag authority for all future messages from/to the tag author for this Tag.  Authority must compare the e-Tag’s start time to the NERC/NAESB Standards timing guidelines.  The e-Tag is considered to be LATE or on time as per those guidelines.  E-Tags submitted after the e-Tag stop time must be considered to be ATF and designated as such.  The corresponding enumeration must be set by the Authority Service and must be persistent, reset only if e-Tag Author makes a correction. 

· A New Tag Request may not create an e-Tag that starts more than 48 hours in the past.  

· An ATF e-Tag must be no longer than one hour in duration. 

3.6.3.2  Processing a Withdraw Request

· Withdraw Requests may be submitted for e-Tags that are ATF 

4.6.2.1  Processing a New Tag Request Distribution

· An e-Tag designated as ATF must be clearly identifiable.  The Approval user interface must be designed so that ATF e-tags are differentiated/highlighted by color, text, or some other mechanism that ensures the Tag Approver is aware that the e-Tag is ATF. 
· 7.2.3.1.1  TimeClassification

Used to indicate to a Tag Author that a request was received on time, Late, or ATF based on the NERC/NAESB Standards timing guidelines.  
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
