Final Minutes
1. Administrative
Mr. Harshbarger welcomed the participants to the meeting.  The participants introduced themselves.  Ms. Kirby gave the anti-trust advice.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.  
2. Review and complete JISWG Responses to PKI draft standards reviewed during January 25-26 meeting  
The JISWG reviewed PKI Comment Response.  Mr. Sorenson and Mr. Harshbarger agreed this was an accurate representation of the JISWG response to the comments provided by the ISO/RTO Council (IRC) to the PKI standards development effort.  Mr. Harshbarger asked if the following bulleted items in the response were complete: NAESB WEQ PKI Standard Recommendation – reformatting of the PKI Certificate Standards in a form consistent with NAESB WEQ Standards and incorporating all of the pertinent comments and technical requirements already identified in this document, and; Certification Authority Checklist – recommended self-certification checklist to be adopted by the NAESB Certification Program Committee and required to be executed by any entity seeking to be an Authorized Certification Authority (CA) under the NAESB WEQ PKI Standard.  Mr. Sorenson stated that they were not yet complete.  He added that he and Mr. Burden had discussed reformatting the draft standards already developed by Mr. Hansen.  He added that bullet two and three would be the first two PKI standards when developed.  

Mr. Sorenson forwarded a draft document to Ms. Kirby for the End-Entity Certification Authority Declaration.  Ms. Kirby stated she would review the document with the NAESB office for edits and report back on whether additional legal assistance was necessary to complete the document.   Mr. Sorenson and Mr. Harshbarger will discuss forwarding this response to the IRC with Mr. Hansen at the March 29-30 meeting in Houston, TX.     
3. Next Steps/Other Business 
Mr. Harshbarger and Mr. Sorenson discussed the effort to complete a draft Recommendation WEQ 2006 Annual Plan Item (3)(c) (Develop business practices as needed for clarification of definitions and terminology in the Standards of Conduct) in the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS).  Mr. Sorenson stated that the Electronic Scheduling Subcommittee/Information Technology Subcommittee (ESS/ITS) would make the necessary changes to the OASIS Standards and Communication Protocols (S&CP) when the recommendation was complete.     
4. Adjourn
Mr. Sorenson moved to adjourn and Mr. Harshbarger seconded it.  The meeting was adjourned by consensus at 3:55 p.m. Central time.  
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
