Dear E-Tag Vendors:

E-Tag Timing Tables Window Violations
Electric Industry E-Tag Participants have identified a problem related to the recent implementation of e-Tag version 1.7.097 and the new NERC/NAESB Coordinate Interchange Standards.  Currently, the assessment period is not reset when an e-Tag author submits a correction request prior to the composite state of the e-Tag reaching IMPLEMENT.  Entities with approval rights on the e-Tag that are impacted by the correction may not be given their complete reliability assessment period in this case.  The NERC/NAESB Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (JISWG) will address this issue in the e-Tag version 1.8 specifications.  The NERC Interchange Subcommittee (IS) has determined that this problem may significantly impact reliability and create a deviation from the existing NERC Interchange, Scheduling, and Coordination (INT) standards.  Therefore, this problem should be corrected as soon as possible.
The IS believes this problem may be easily correctible prior to the e-Tag version 1.8 implementation.  The IS requests that the e-Tag vendors reset the reliability assessment timer on the Authority based on the time the Authority receives the correction request for e-Tags with a composite state of PENDING to the full reliability assessment period defined in the NERC/NAESB Coordinate Interchange timing table.  The correction request must be marked as LATE as appropriate by the Authority Service.  In this case, the Authority must reset all approval states for all entities to PENDING.
As agreed on the NERC/NAESB JISWG conference call March 5, 2007, this change will be implemented on April 4th, 2007 15:00 Central Daylight Time.
