



NERC/NAESB Joint (Name TBD) Mission Statement

Note:  This section of the mission statement addresses the TSIN Registry.  

E-Tagging, OASIS, and interchange scheduling will be added at a later date.

Purpose

The NERC/NAESB Joint (TBD) will assume the responsibility for the development of technical standards, review and approval of additions and enhancements, and implementation of an Electric Industry Registry. This activity will require the close interaction and involvement of the NERC Transaction Information System Working Group and the NAESB WEQ Information Technology Subcommittee in order to effectively support the requirements for NERC and NAESB e.g., Version 1 Coordinate Interchange Standards and Business Practices.  This work will also lay the framework for supporting Cyber-security standards for OASIS 1A and NERC E-Tagging, and enabling future extensions necessary for OASIS II.

Scope of Activities

· Revise the information requirements to enhance 
the capabilities of the current NERC Registry for capturing the registration of critical information needed by the NAESB WEQ for OASIS 1A enhancements and OASIS II.

· Serve as a central point of
 contact for all industry organizations to propose additions and enhancements to the Registry.

· Assume project management responsibilities
 for the development, implementation and maintenance of the Registry.

· Coordinate the development of technical standards with the NAESB, NERC, and other industry groups.

Reporting 

The Joint (TBD) Group reports to the NAESB WEQ ITS and NERC TISWG. 

The (TBD) Group shall work in close concert with all industry organizations that require or rely on the TSIN Registry (e.g., ISO/RTO Council, NERC IDCWG, etc.). 

Leadership, Membership and Conducting Business 

Co-chairs will lead the Joint (TBD) Group – one chairman from the NERC TISWG and one chairman from the NAESB WEQ ITS.  Membership and meeting attendance is open to any industry participant regardless of affiliation.  NERC and NAESB staffs and the co-chairman on the working group will work jointly on meeting agendas and the scheduling of meetings.  

Meetings 

The (TBD) group will conduct meetings as necessary. All meeting announcements, agendas, working papers, etc., will be distributed via e-mail and posted for public notice on the NAESB and NERC websites.
