1. Administrative
Mr. Hansen welcomed the participants to the meeting.  The participants in the room and on the phone introduced themselves.  Mr. Overtree gave the anti-trust guidance.  Mr. Hansen asked that future meeting and conference call announcements be sent to the TagVen listserv on nerc.com.  Mr. Lohrman volunteered to forward announcements to NERC IS as well.  Mr. Hansen asked to move draft agenda item no. 1 to no. 4.  Mr. Lewis moved to adopt the agenda as amended.  The amended agenda was adopted by consensus.           
2. Finalize the responses of the JISWG to the 2nd Set of Comments Submitted to the E-Tag 1.8 Specification, Implementation Plan, and Schema
Mr. Hansen noted that the JISWG’s responses were reviewed and finalized during the June 14 conference call.  Mr. Fisher moved to approve those responses and forward them to NERC and NAESB for website postings.  The responses were approved by consensus. 
3. Update on the implementation of e-Tag Version 1.8
Mr. Hansen noted that Version 1.9 was posted for comments, which are due by July 18, 2007, and that an updated XML schema for e-Tagging has been drafted.
Mr. Hansen asked the JISWG to consider what to do about requiring validations (none are presently required) that transmission allocations are equal to or greater than the energy profile e-Tagged;  there are three alternatives:  await transmission allocation confirmation before submitting Tag, or ignore transmission until final resolution, or use only the prior transmission approval.  Mr. Hansen stated that he preferred awaiting transmission, but acknowledged that others prefer ignoring transmission.   Ms. Franz failed to see how transmission can be ignored by e-Tag authors. 
The JISWG agreed upon a number of minor corrections, none of which requires reapproval, the group felt.


4.
Review of e-Tag Version 1.8 Structured Test Document and Script

The JISWG reviewed and agreed upon changes to the Structured Test Document, and agreed to suggest any others before the next conference call on June 25, at which time the Document and Script can be released as final to the software vendors to draft code.  OATI and Sungard representatives opined that they could have code ready to go by August if they get the final Document and Script by June 25.

5. Registry
Mr. Hansen relayed to the JISWG the statement by NAESB’s President that NAESB will not commence work on the Registry until and unless authorized NERC representatives expressly delegate the Registry to NAESB.  Accordingly, Mr. Hansen asked that no work on the Registry proceed until further notice.
6. Other Business/Next Steps
Mr. Hansen noted that a paper discussing the CONDITIONAL FIRM state has been posted, and informal comments received.
7. Adjourn
Ms. Franz moved to adjourn.  The meeting was adjourned at 3:25 p.m. Central.
