1. Administrative
Mr. Sorenson welcomed the participants to the meeting.  The participants introduced themselves. Ms. Kirby gave the anti-trust warning.  Mr. Burden moved to adopt the agenda as drafted and Mr. Tronnier seconded the motion.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.     
2. NAESB Public Key Infrastructure (PKI) Standards
Review of standards and discussion
The group reviewed PKI Draft Recommendation - Comments by C. Burden, Williams, as this version contained the recent comments of Mr. Sorenson and Mr. Tronnier.  Mr. Sorenson asked for clarification as to whether to call this a single standard or a set of standards.  Mr. Sorenson will review the standard to make sure all defined words are found in the document.  The group discussed making the “Authorized Certification Authority” more specific as to which NAESB Certification Guidelines they must meet.  However, it was stated that “all terms and conditions” of the program allowed for flexibility if the Certification Program were to change.  The language encompasses all needed documentation and guidelines.  

Mr. Tronnier updated the document as to the new Internet RFC references.  Mr. Sorenson stated that for the time being, digital signatures should not be included.   He added that they could be added to a later version.  Mr. Sorenson stated in reference to section 1.2.1, that as long as the standard provided for one class of certificate only one object identifier was needed.  

Mr. Sorenson stated that section 1.4.1 recognized the responsibilities of the Certificate Authority.  He explained that a statement should be provided before opening the Registry that a Certificate Authority understood these obligations.  The Certificate Authority would be required to check off an appropriate box.  Mr. Burden stated that a set up like this could be easy to violate.  He asked if this idea had been presented to NERC.  Mr. Sorenson stated that NERC had been told that the Registry must support PKI.  He added that it was a matter of implementation and should be simple to accommodate.  
Mr. Tronnier explained that section 1.4.5 “Repository Obligations” gave some assurance that the Registry had not been compromised.  Mr. Tronnier stated that digital certificate information would need to be stored in a secure database.  Mr. Burden questioned if NERC would also hold the licensing agreement.  

Mr. Sorenson took the action item to make 1.19.7 conform to the changes made in the summary.  Mr. Sorenson stated that he had revised 1.23.4 to make it less flexible and to provide less room for abuse.  Mr. Tronnier made revisions to 1.23.1 to make it more specific as well.  

Action items were taken to revise the summary to state that RFC References were for reference purposes only.  Ms. Kirby took the action item to send the standard to NAESB general counsel for additional review, after a cover letter for the standards had been drafted.   Ms. Kirby will also clarify whether the document should be called a “standard” or “standards.”

All changes made to the document during this meeting can be viewed in PKI Standards Recommendation 10/4/06 Redlined.
