FINAL Minutes
1. Administrative
Mr. Harshbarger welcomed the participants to the meeting.  The participants introduced themselves. Ms. Kirby gave the anti-trust guidance.  Mr. Hansen asked that a discussion of PKI be added to the agenda.  The modified agenda was adopted by consensus.  Mr. Sorenson moved to adopt the September 20, 2006 minutes as revised in the work paper for posted for today’s meeting (Comments and Edits to the September 20th Draft Minutes, J.Hansen).  Mr. Simpson seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  Mr. Sorenson moved to adopt the October 4, 2006 minutes as drafted and Mr. Simpson seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.     
2. e-Tag Specification 1.7.097 review
Mr. Harshbarger reviewed the changes made to e-Tag Specification 1.7.096 to accommodate the NAESB R05001 Coordinate Interchange Business Practice Standard and the new NERC INT standards.  Those changes are summarized in e-Tag Spec 1.7097 Summary of Changes.  Mr. Harshbarger stated that NAESB R05001 Coordinate Interchange provides for optional approval rights for Purchase Selling-Entities.  He explained that the Specification had been modified to accommodate this change.  Mr. Harshbarger said the JISWG had begun the process of modifying the Spec with a clean version of 1.7.096.  That document was updated to reflect changes in nomenclature, mainly for the Functional Model.  Mr. Hansen stated that there were no major changes to functionality, accept for the removal of items that had never been utilized by the industry.   
3. Vote e-Tag Specification 1.7.097 out of work group to IS
Several grammatical errors were corrected in the text of the document.  Mr. Nolan noted that additional grammatical and formatting errors would be corrected by a technical writer at NERC before version 1.8 of the Spec was released.  Mr. Nolan stated that after the vote, the document would be submitted to the IS, which would either approve or deny the changes.  He added that he expected a statement from the IS on the document as soon as feasible.  Mr. Harshbarger stated that the IS had commented during their last meeting that the modified Spec needed to be in operation by January 2007.  
Mr. Sorenson moved to send the draft e-Tag Spec 1.7.097 as modified during the October 20th JISWG conference call to the IS for approval as soon as possible and implementation on January 1, 2007.  Mr. Fisher seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by consensus.  

Please note that the document as modified during today’s conference call is posted as an attachment to these minutes.  
4. PKI Update

Mr. Sorenson stated that he and Mr. Tronnier were updating Internet RFC references in the standard and completing other action items taken during the October 4, 2006 conference call.  Ms. Kirby stated that she had drafted a letter to the NAESB general counsel asking for his review of the standard.  Mr. Sorenson asked for a conference call to be scheduled to vote the standard out of subcommittee for November 2nd.  If the general counsel’s response to the letter from the JISWG is given prior to the date, any changes will be incorporated by the subcommittee.  Otherwise, those changes will be incorporated by the WEQ Executive Committee.  
5. NERC and NAESB Updates

Mr. Nolan stated that the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) had approved 83 of the 170 reliability standards filed during the October 19, 2006 FERC Open Session meeting.  Ms. Kirby noted that the FERC had also acted on dockets RM05-5 and RM96-1 under their consent agenda.  Please note those decisions are now currently posted on the FERC website.  
6. Next Steps/Other Business
A conference call was scheduled for November 2nd, as noted above.  The JISWG also discussed the possibility of asking the WEQ EC to hold a special conference call in early December to approve the PKI standards.  Mr. Sorenson will discuss this item with the WEQ EC during their November 14th meeting.      
7. Adjourn

Mr. Sorenson moved to adjourn and Mr. Simpson seconded the motion.  The meeting was adjourned at 12:13 p.m. Central.  
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
