3. Title and Description of Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Title:

Amend WEQ R05001, Appendix D, Commercial Timing Table to accommodate Requests For Interchange (RFI) submitted for after-the-fact purposes, clarify Late submittals, and to accommodate practical assessment periods for WECC real-time submittals.
Description:

This request to amend the Commercial Timing Table in WEQ R05001 is to address deficiencies NERC/NAESB INT standards and the 1.7097 version of the e-Tag specification.   Specially, the e-Tag specification points to NERC/NAESB standards to define On-Time and LATE designations to tag submittals relative to the start time, yet the timing tables do not current define what is LATE.  In addition, the 1.7097 includes a new designation of ATF tag (After The Fact) which accommodates submittals of past transactions.  The existing timing tables do not specifically address this type of submittal.  Finally, a revision to the timing requirements for next-hour submittals in the WECC in needed to provide a more practical assessment time.

4.  Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement (include how the standard will be used, documentation on the description of the proposed standard, any existing documentation of the proposed standard, and required communication protocols): 

This proposed amendment to R05001’s commercial timing table will clarify for consistent implementation what is to be considered an On-Time, a LATE, and an ATF RFI. Similarly, the proposed amendment establishes a practical assessment times for ATF submittals and for real-time WECC submittals.
5.  Description of Any Tangible or Intangible Benefits to the Use of the Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

This proposed amendment to R05001 will benefit implementation of the NERC and NAESB Interchange standards by clarifying periods of time cited in the standards and in the e-Tag specification.

There should be a net savings by reducing the risk of differing vendor implementations and avoiding potential conflicts during actual implementation.
