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Overall, Entergy supports a process for the electric industry to develop single document standards containing both commercial and reliability requirements. We also prefer these single document standards to be developed by one team representing both commercial and reliability aspects of the industry. The product of that team would then be vetted through both the NAESB and NERC standards development process and result in one standard applicable to both NAESB and NERC. We view the process described in the “NERC NAESB Template – Procedure for Joint Standards Development and Coordination” a significant step in that direction.
However, we have concerns about the development of that Template, its lack of vetting through all industry participants, the implementation of the process, and the details of the process.

Development of the Template

We understand that this Template was developed by NAESB and NERC at the request of the WEQ Executive Committee. We agree with that development. However, the Template has not been vetted through the electric industry participants. The draft diagram depicting the Template process was shown to the WEQ EC in February, told it was a draft and that it was included in a FERC filing for RM05-5. EC members were not asked to comment on the draft diagram. We suggest the Template be distributed to all members of the NAESB WEQ, not just the EC, for comment and revision of the Template based on those comments. Only after full vetting of the Template should the NAESB Board of Directors approve this process.

Implementation of the Template
NAESB and NERC have well documented standard development processes that are strictly followed. This Template contains a modification of those processes. Entergy suggests this Template should be properly integrated into the existing NAESB and NERC processes. That integration should be through the inclusion of this Template into the NAESB standard development documents and the NERC Reliability Standards Process Manual, or inclusion in the NERC-NAESB Memorandum of Understanding, with appropriate modifications for inclusion in the MOU for the future ERO. 
Details of the Template
We also have concerns about the details of the Template. For instance, the decision to use the Template for developing a standard is made by the “NAESB and NERC Executive Management”. Entergy believes the decision to use the Template is clearly a Joint Interface Committee decision and should be designated as such in the Template. Another issue is that the Template assigns development of standards using this Template to the NAESB Standards Development Subcommittee. There is no NAESB WEQ Standards Development Subcommittee at this time.

There are other issues with the Template that should be vetted through all the WEQ members.

Also, Entergy supports the Questions raised by the IRC Standards Review Committee regarding this Template. We have the same questions and comments.
