Final Minutes
1. Administrative

Ms. Weathers called the meeting to order and welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy gave the antitrust advice.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.  The subcommittee reviewed the August 18, 2005 conference call minutes.  Mr. Pritchard moved, seconded by Mr. Harshbarger, to adopt the minutes as drafted.  The motion passed unanimously.  The final minutes are posted on the NAESB web site:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_oasis081805fm.doc.  Next, the subcommittee reviewed the October 18, 2005 conference call minutes.  Mr. Harshbarger moved, seconded by Ms. Rehman, to adop the minutes as drafted.  The motion passed unanimously.  The final minutes are posted on the NAESB web site:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_oasis101805fm.doc.
2. Request No. R04036 – Amend definitions as requested by Hydro Quebec TransEnergie
Ms. Weathers noted that Request No. R04036 included comments from Hyrdo Quebec TransEnergie to modify definitions of terms in the Standards of Conduct.  Ms. Weathers presented the draft modification to the Standards of Conduct to address R04036 posted as a work paper for this meeting:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_oasis_042106w1.rtf.
The modifications include revisions to the following definitions:  Commission, Appropriate Regulating Authority, and Transmission Provider.  The proposal also includes a proposal to include the definition and use of the term FERC.
Mr. Harshbarger and Mr. Pritchard supported Ms. Weathers’ draft modification to the Standards of Conduct.  The subcommittee agreed that the draft modification to the Standards of Conduct should be presented to the WEQ ESS/ITS for review at its next meeting.
3. Draft Appendix to the Standards & Communication Protocols (S&CPs) to include business process items currently contained within the S&CPs
Ms. Weathers noted that at the March 6-7, 2006 WEQ ESS/ITS meeting, the subcommittee identified the sections of the S&CPs that should be removed for inclusion in the implementation guide for the S&CPs.  The remaining language will include references to the implementation guide where applicable.  This document will be included as part of the recommendation for Request No. R04006C1.  Ms. Weathers stated that she submitted a first draft of the implementation guide and S&CPs for the ESS/ITS to discuss at its April 4-5 meeting, but the item was not discussed.
Mr. Wood stated that he was going to draft the model business practices for the release mechanism to address Request No. R04006C1 that would incorporate the proposed modifications to the S&CPs and the implementation guide for the S&CPs.

Mr. Wood noted that there has been discussion in the ESS/ITS and on the ESS and ITS exploders regarding renaming the term “release” due to the use of the term in the gas industry for an unrelated function to release in the electric industry – in the gas industry, the term release for a function that is called “resale” in the electric industry.  Mr. Wood did not support the changing of the term release to another term.  Ms. Rehman agreed with Mr. Wood and added that the WEQ business practice relating to “release” would not overlap with standards in the gas industry.
Ms. Weathers noted that while the WGQ has adopted the term “release” for its particular use, the WEQ does not currently have business practice standards for “release” and therefore it would be easier for the WEQ to adopt a new term than for the WGQ to adopt a new term.  Mr. Pritchard supported Ms. Weathers’ comment.

The subcommittee reviewed several options to replace the term “release” including “waiver”; “restore”; “reinstate”; “restore” and “cancel”.  Mr. Wood suggested that the ESS/ITS create a list of possible alternatives and vote on the alternatives at the next meeting.  The subcommittee agreed with Mr. Wood’s suggestion.
4. Review and Discussion of Request No. R05019 – Modify OASIS standards and 
S&CP to clearly document the procedures used to implement the 
displacement/interruption terms of the Pro Forma tariff
The subcommittee discussed Request No. R05019 and identified several scoping questions that the OASIS Task Force and ESS/ITS should address before business practices can be drafted.  

Ms. Weathers asked what would constitute a matching request.  She noted that at SRP, a request is considered a matching request if it overlaps any other existing request.

Ms. Weathers asked if the request would have to have the same Points of Receipt and Delivery or same piece of ATC to qualify for displacing another reservation.
Mr. Pritchard noted that there are instances where there are multiple requests and a right of first refusal is required before a displacement can occur.
Ms. Rehman noted that Table 4-3 addresses non-firm but requires a pre-confirmation.  Table 4-3 does not address whether short-term firm is allowed a right of first refusal and whether a confirmation is required.  All other non-firm products are addressed in Table 4-3.

Ms. Weathers stated that she would capture the items discussed during this meeting on R05019 as an issues list so that the OASIS Task Force can further discuss the issues on the next conference call.
5. Other Business
No Other Business was discussed.
6. Future Meetings

The OASIS Task Force scheduled a conference call on Thursday, May 4, from 1:30 PM to 4:00 PM Central.  The agenda will include discussion of issues surrounding Request No. R05019.
