Final Minutes
1. Administrative

Ms. Weathers called the meeting to order and welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy gave the antitrust advice.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.
2. Continue review and discussion of Request No. R05019 - Modify OASIS standards and S&CP to clearly document the procedures used to implement the displacement/interruption terms of the Pro Forma tariff
a) Review Scoping Questions for Request No. R05019 submitted by W. Weathers – Updated 05/04/06
Ms. Weathers noted that during the last conference call, the subcommittee did not complete its review of the issues list for R05019.  Ms. Weathers submitted a work paper that includes notes on the items that were addressed by the OASIS Task Force during the May 4 call:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_oasis_051506w2.doc.
Mr. Harshbarger stated that he would submit comments on the work paper for review during the next conference call.  The subcommittee agreed to add further review of the issues list for Request No. R05019 to the agenda for the next conference call of the OASIS Task Force.

b)
Review Order 676 with respect to FERC description of its perspective on Rollover Rights for Redirects
Ms. Weathers stated that FERC often objects to settlements between the Transmission Provider (TP) and the customer.  She noted that the OASIS Standards state that if a customer has rollover rights, the rollover rights do not move to the new path when there is a redirected path.  She noted that in Order 676, FERC stated that customers could be waiving their rights.

Mr. Sorenson noted that the examples used in Order 676 regarding rollovers are not clear regarding rollover rights with short term service.

Ms. Weathers asked the subcommittee if the modification to Standard 9.7 should be drafted to state that rollover rights will be issued only if there is a redirect for the entire term of service.  Mr. Sorenson stated that rollover rights should only be issued in cases of service of twelve months or longer.

Mr. Pritchard noted that the requests would be addressed on a first come first served basis for the next year to determine if the rollover rights can be accommodated.  The renewal of the existing request should already be included in the TP’s plan and available without having to do another study on the current path.

After further discussion, Ms. Weathers suggested that the ESS/ITS and the OASIS Task Force rewrite OASIS Standard 9.7 and any standards associated with Standard 9.7.

Ms. Weathers stated she would draft a work paper based on the language of Order 676 for review at the next ESS/ITS meeting.  Ms. Weathers stated that she would also propose the necessary changes to the OASIS Standards & Communication Protocols.  The OASIS Task Force will meet via conference call to review the draft before it is presented to the entire ESS/ITS.  The conference call was scheduled on May 26, 2006 from 11:00 AM to 12:00 PM Central.
