Final Minutes
1. Administrative

Ms. Weathers called the meeting to order and welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy gave the antitrust advice.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.
2. Review draft revisions of NAESB WEQ OASIS Standard 001-9.7 and the corresponding modifications to the Standards & Communication Protocols based on Order 676
Ms. Weathers presented the draft modification to Standard 9.7 posted as a work paper for this meeting:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_oasis052606w2.doc.  Ms. Weathers stated that she liked Mr. Pritchard’s suggestion to use a subclass to identify the use of the rollover rights because it would not be a normal yearly or monthly reservation.  Mr. Sorenson stated that he has also considered using the service increment of Yearly and have a Yearly Long Term service.
Ms. Weathers stated that the distinction could be made that once the reservation is confirmed, it has the attributes of the parent and gets rollover rights.  Until that time, the reservation would be a short term reservation.  Ms. Weathers noted that there would not be a huge advantage to the customer to receive rollover rights due to the fact that it can still be limited for native load.
The participants agreed to submit the draft work paper to the ESS/ITS for further review during the June 1-2 meeting in Charlotte, North Carolina, hosted by Duke Energy.

Next, the subcommittee discussed the alternatives to the term “Release” that have been submitted for review by the ESS/ITS.  The participants agreed to add “Revert” and “Reinstate” to the list.  Ms. Weathers stated that she would add the items to the list and have the revised work paper posted for the ESS/ITS meeting on June 1-2.
