Draft Minutes
1. Administrative

Ms. Weathers called the meeting to order and welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy gave the antitrust advice.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.
2. Review Draft Scoping Document for R05026
Ms. Weathers stated that the WEQ Standards Review Subcommittee has requested that the ESS/ITS review the draft scoping document for Request No. R05026 (Thirteen proposed enhancements to incrementally improve OASIS).  The OASIS Task Force scheduled this call to conduct a preliminary review prior to the review by the ESS/ITS.
The OASIS Task Force reviewed the latest draft of the R05026 Scoping Document, posted as a work paper for this call:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_oasis091506w1.doc.  Ms. Kirby noted that the R05026 Scoping Document was drafted to combine the thirteen items into the categories set forth in the OASIS 2 ANOPR:  FERC Docket No. RM00-10-000.  The categories are:  Improved Communications; Electronic Scheduling; and Development of Efficient Markets and Use of Transmission Grid.  The OASIS Task Force supported inclusion of a paragraph in the R05026 Scoping Document that explains that the items are not in the order of the Request, but are categorized according to the ANOPR.  A paragraph to reflect this explanation was added.
Mr. Sorenson suggested deleting the paragraph on page 1 of the scoping document that stated:

Several of those incremental changes were expressed by Calpine and Dynegy.  For example, the “one stop shop” method was discussed and its efficiency of use until an external OASIS system was employed.  

Mr. Sorenson stated that the OASIS Task Force should revise the R05026 Scoping Document where it can provide additional clarity and a recommendation on each item that states whether the item is currently being pursued in the work of the ESS/ITS and/or JISWG; whether the item has already been completed; or whether the item will be addressed in the ATC effort and OATT Reform NOPR effort.  The OASIS Task Force reviewed and edited the Scoping Document pursuant to Mr. Sorenson’s suggestion and completed the entire Improved Communications section and two items in the Electronic Scheduling section.
The R05026 Scoping Document, as revised during this conference call, was posted as an attachment to these minutes “R05026 Scoping Document revised by OASIS TF 9/15/06”.  This version of the Document will be posted as a work paper for the ESS/ITS at its September 25-26 meeting.  The ESS/ITS will complete the review of the Scoping Document and forward its response to the Standards Review Subcommittee.
3. Other Business
No other business was discussed.
4. Future Meetings/Conference Calls

The WEQ ESS/ITS has scheduled a meeting on September 25-26, 2006 in Phoenix, Arizona, hosted by Salt River Project.
