Final Minutes
1. Administrative

Mr. Harshbarger called the meeting to order and welcomed meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy gave the antitrust advice.  The draft agenda was adopted by consent.

2. Continue Discussion of outstanding R04006 OASIS 1A Enhancements
Resale of Transmission Services

The committee scheduled this meeting to continue its review of the Resales Recommendation it began during the conference call on November 1, 2004.  The committee reviewed the Resale Recommendation posted as a work paper on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_oasis1a_021505w1.doc.  The version of this document that reflects the changes made during this meeting is posted as an attachment to these minutes (http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_oasis1a_021505a1.doc).  After discussion, the committee made the following changes to the recommendation:
Standard Z.2
After discussion, the committee added the following language to the beginning of Standard Z.2:

Transfers are limited to multiples of service purchased from the TP (e.g. yearly service may be transferred in multiples of years with the exception that the transfer may start mid year).
Standard Z.4
The language in Standard Z.4 was modified to parallel the language in Standard Y.5.
Standard Z.4.1

The language in Standard Z.4.1 was replaced:

Offers to transfer and requests to transfer rights shall be conducted on the TP’s OASIS in accordance with the OASIS Standards and Communication Protocols.

Standard Z.4.2
The language in Standard Z.4.2 was replaced:

If the Assignee and Reseller reach an agreement off OASIS, the Assignee shall follow the processes in accordance with OASIS Standards and Communication Protocols, ensuring that the information on the Transfer is posted to OASIS. This posting should be made as soon as practicable but in any case no later than the schedule submission period for the transfer.

Standard Z.4.3
Standard Z.4.3 was deleted.

Standard Z.5
The language in Standard Z.5 was replaced:
A transfer shall not affect resale, transfer, or redirect rights, if any exist.

Other changes were also made to the language throughout the document.

The committee decided to begin reviewing the portion of the recommendation that contain the recommended changes to specific subsections in the OASIS Standards and Communications Protocols document required to support the Business Practice standards during the next conference call.  Ms. Kennedy will post a clean copy of the current version of the draft recommendation on the NAESB website as a work paper for the next conference call.
3. Review recommendation for Request R04006C1 – Request to develop OASIS 1A Capacity Release Standards
Mr. Wood reviewed the recommendation for Request R04006C1, the request to develop OASIS 1A Capacity Release Standards.  This document was posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_oasis1a_021505w2.doc.
Mr. Wood explained that Standard 10.5.3 states that the Transmission Customer shall have the right to request the Transmission Provider to release capacity associated with a confirmed request to Redirect on a Non-firm basis and reinstate that capacity to the Parent (Firm) Reservation.  The recommendation includes definitions, business practices, and technical standards to establish the required function for a Transmission Customer to request the Transmission Provider to release capacity pursuant to Standard 10.5.3.  The release mechanism will be a request to change existing reservations.
After discussion, Mr. Wood volunteered to make changes to the language of the definitions, business practices, and technical standards in the recommendation.  The committee will review the recommendation during its next conference call.
4. Other Business
No other business was discussed.
5. Future Meetings
The OASIS 1A Task Force has scheduled a conference call for February 28, 2005 from 1:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m. Central.  The committee will continue reviewing the draft of the Resales recommendation and the recommendation for Request R0400C1 drafted by Mr. Wood.
