Unfortunately I will not be able to participate in the conference call on Monday.  And (of course) I have some comments that I would like considered.  Specifically on the RELEASE request, I would like this definition relaxed so that the request may be used in other contexts than just against redirects on non-firm basis.  There are those who have supposed that since RETRACTED in the explanation says its for expiration of confirmation time limit we can’t use that status to communicate other reasons for “taking back” an ACCEPTED state.  And, we needed just that type of action to support the REDIRECT (we ended up compromising on use of SUPERSEDED).
Anyway, I am working on proposed practices for Network Service (NITS) and can see a great use for the RELEASE request – elimination of a designated resource.  I could also see a possible use in other longer-term requests where maybe a TC wants to get out of a multi-increment arrangement.  Its at the TPs discretion to accept it, but if they have another willing buyer and are sold out, the TP might consider releasing the original TC from their obligation.
We also need to be perfectly clear (that is maybe an example) on what CAPACITY_REQUESTED in the RELEASE request denotes.  I believe the current write-up is proposing that it be the new capacity that the redirect should be set to.  That is, release of all redirected capacity is communicated by CAPACITY_REQUESTED of 0.  Just think we should state just that.
I have also been juggling the requirements for NITS revision of load forecasts, addition of loads, addition of designated resources, etc.  There may be a good application for a REVISION request type that does just what RELEASE as written proposes, but without the restriction that can’t go higher than existing CAPACITY_GRANTED.  Would like to hear whether we should leave RELEASE as is (and in the future possibly add REVISION) or allow for context-specific interpretation of CAPACITY_REQUESTED so we can modify a reservation profile either up or down.  Redirect on non-firm basis would not allow the capacity to go up; revision of a load forecast would.
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
