I won’t be able to make the call tomorrow, but would ask the group to consider a few things:
Suggest addition of the following to Transfers in line with what is in Resales:
Standard Y.5.4 The TP shall verify that the FOTC (Reseller) is the legitimate owner of the rights to be conveyed and that the Assignee is a legitimate Customer,  otherwise the TP has the right to intervene and deny the Transfer prior to confirmation or, after confirmation, nullify the Resale and reinstate the rights to the FOTC (Reseller).
Intent was to indicate that TP could whack the reservation at any point in time, including after confirmation, as a means to indicate their disagreement with the transaction, i.e., TPs are passive approvers in both resales and transfers.  If we don’t do this, there are more OASIS changes that would need to be included to track the TPs approval/denial along with Resellers.
Wendy had a question if we transfer just rights that are “free and clear” (not resold, etc.), or do we transfer lock stock and barrel everything under original request.  Could argue both sides of this.  If Transfer is primarily used when there is some change in corporate ownership, then one could argue that the Assignee takes on all the obligations, including collection from 3rd parties to Resales.  But, if we allow partial MW transfers this gets REALLY messy from a template/OASIS perspective.  We would need to have a means to communicate exactly which pieces-parts of redirects, resales, etc., transfer.  Couple of alternatives to weigh:
1)      Transfers are ONLY for the total amount of the FOTC reservation (could be less than full term), and all subordinate transactions transfer along with original rights.  Note that this is significantly more back-office work for OASIS in that it may have to re-link pointers from subordinate resales, etc., to keep things straight, but it may be the more common “business case” for Transfers.
2)      Transfers are ONLY for “free and clear” capacity held by the FOTC on the original reservation and may be in whole or in part (time and capacity).  Note that this option keeps Transfers and Resales about the same with regard to OASIS processing of the reassignment info; only TP settlement processes impacted.
3)      Support them both and identify them with a REQUEST_SUBTYPE.  Note that we may need this for Resales (or at least some attribute) to support the designation of “recallable” resales.
Whatever is agreed to is fine with me, and I vote to get this out to ESS/ITS for wider review with caveat that the technical standards section of the recommendation has NOT been completed and is subject to change based on decisions made on the above.
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
