Final Minutes
1. Administrative

Ms. Weathers called the meeting to order and welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy gave the antitrust advice.  The draft agenda was adopted by consent.  Mr. Harshbarger moved, seconded by Mr. Mitreski, to adopt the minutes from the April 15, 2005, April 22, 2005, and July 8, 2005 conference calls.  The motion passed without objection.
2. Continue Discussion of OASIS 1A Enhancements
R05002:  Amend sections 9.5 and 10.5 of OASIS 1A redirect standards:
Ms. Weathers noted that Request No. R05002 includes a request to “Provide better examples to clarify the Redirect Standard including revisions as necessary based on any proposed changes to this Standard.”  She asked if any work had been done to revise the examples for the Redirect Standards.  Mr. Mitreski stated that he submitted revised examples for the Redirect Standards as a work paper for the January 12-13, 2005 meeting of the Electronic Scheduling Subcommittee (ESS) and Information Technology Subcommittee (ITS).  The committee reviewed the examples included in this work paper (posted on the NAESB web site at:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_its011205w11.doc).

Mr. Mitreski reviewed proposed Example 1 which illustrates how the capacity requested for Redirects on a Firm or Non-Firm basis must be within the Parent Reservation’s capacity available to Redirect.  Example 2 illustrates the capacity available for Firm Redirect when a request is affected by outages or other reliability events as set forth in Standard 9.2.  Example 3 illustrates the capacity available to redirect bounded by the start/stop time and the capacity of the parent request as set forth in Standard 9.3.  Ms. Weathers suggested modifying Example 3 so that the representation of a Valid Redirect in the example would be for four days or less than four days.  Mr. Mitreski stated he would modify Example 3 so that the Valid Redirect would begin on the second day and end on the third day.  Mr. Mitreski drafted Example 4 to illustrate Standards 9.4.1, 9.4.2, 9.5, 9.5.1, and 9.5.2.  Examples 5, 6, and 7 illustrate the parallel Non-Firm Redirect Standards that Examples 2, 3, and 4 explain.  After review, Ms. Weathers stated that the explanatory language in each of the examples should be reviewed to ensure it is consistent with the actual standards language.  Mr. Mitreski stated he would modify the examples and post the revisions for discussion at the next conference call of the OASIS 1A Task Force.
Next, the committee reviewed the comments submitted by Mr. Sorenson and Ms. Weathers on the recommendation for Request R05002.  The comments were submitted in one document posted on the NAESB website at:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_oasis1a_080205w2.doc and titled “Comments from SRP by W. Weathers and P. Sorenson on Recommendation R05002.”
Standard 9.4.3:

Mr. Sorenson proposed inserting a new standard 9.4.3 to state that “If the Transmission Provider determines that only a portion of the requested capacity on the Points of Receipt and/or Points of Delivery requested can be accommodated, the TP shall be obligated to extend to the Transmission Customer that portion of the capacity (i.e., partial service) that can be accommodated through a COUNTEROFFER.”  After discussion, the phrases “on the Points of Receipt and/or Points of Delivery requested” and “be obligated to” were deleted.

Standards 9.5 and 9.5.4:

Mr. Sorenson proposed inserting a new standard 9.5.4 to state “If only partial service was granted over the redirected Points of Receipt and/or Points of Delivery, the Capacity Available to Redirect on the Parent Reservation shall only be reduced in an amount equal to the redirected capacity granted.”  Ms. Weathers proposed inserting the word “granted” after the phrase “…shall be reduced by the amount of the redirected capacity…” instead of adopting the proposed 9.5.4.  Ms. Weathers stated that this modification would alleviate the need for the language in Mr. Sorenson’s proposed 9.5.4.  The committee supported this modification.
Standard 10.4.3:

Mr. Sorenson proposed inserting a new standard 10.4.3 to state “If the TP determines that only a portion of the requested capacity on the Points of Receipt and/or Points of Delivery requested can be accommodated, the TP shall be under NO obligation to extend the TC that portion of the capacity (i.e., partial service) that can be accommodated.”  As for Standard 9.4.3, the committee agreed to delete the phrase “on the Points of Receipt and/or Points of Delivery requested” and to change the phrase “shall be under NO obligation to” to “the TP is not obligated to…”

Standards 10.5 and 10.5.4:

Mr. Sorenson proposed inserting a new standard 10.5.4 to state “If only partial service was granted over the redirected Points of Receipt and/or Points of Delivery, the Capacity Available to Redirect on the Parent Reservation shall only be reduced in an amount equal to the redirected capacity granted.”  Ms. Weathers proposed inserting the word “granted” in the language of Standard 10.5 to alleviate the need for the language in Mr. Sorenson’s proposed 10.5.4.  The committee supported this modification.

Ms. Weathers stated she would insert the modified language for the recommendation into a recommendation form for review at the next OASIS 1A Task Force Conference call.
R04006D:  Sale or Assignment of Transmission Service:

This item was not discussed.

R04035:  Clarify OASIS 1A nomenclature and amend WEQ standard 4.19:

This item was not discussed.
Proposed modification to 10.6 submitted by W. Weathers to address NOPR RM5-05-000:
Ms. Weathers reviewed her proposal to modify the language of Standard 10.6 to address the comment in the FERC Notice of Proposed Rulemaking RM05-5-000 (May 9, 2005) (the NOPR).  In addition to modifying the language of Standard 10.6, Ms. Weathers also proposed inserting a new Standard 2.2.3 to define a new Transmission service class, SECONDARY.
After discussion, the proposed modified language of Standard 10.6 states:

10.6 - For the purposes of curtailment and other capacity reductions, confirmed Redirects on a Non-Firm (Secondary) basis shall have a lower priority than any Non-Firm Point-to-Point Transmission Service.
The proposed modified language of new Standard 2.2.3 states:

2.2.3:  SECONDARY – Transmission service that is reserved on an alternate, or secondary, Point of Receipt and/or Point of Delivery and is subject to curtailment or interruption at a lesser priority than NON-FIRM transmission service.

Ms. Weathers asked how the proposed language to address the NOPR should be processed.  Ms. Kennedy stated she would determine how these modifications should be processed and would inform the OASIS 1A Task Force at the next conference call.
3. Other Business
No other business was discussed.
4. Future Meetings
The OASIS 1A Task Force scheduled its next conference call on August 18, 2005 from 2:00 pm to 4:00 pm Central.  The committee will review the revised examples for Request R05002 (Request to amend sections 9.5 and 10.5 of the OASIS 1A Redirect Standards) and will discuss “quantity language” for the recommendation for Request R04006D (Sale or Assignment of Transmission Service).
