Final Minutes
1. Welcome
Mr. Rana welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kirby reviewed the antitrust guidelines.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.  The spelling of Mr. Bissonnette’s name was corrected in the February 9, 2006 draft minutes.  Mr. Frazier moved to adopt the revised draft minutes and Mr. Bissonnette seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
2. Determine whether scoping documents are needed for the following NAESB WEQ Requests
Ms. Kirby stated that R05004 (Revised) and R06002 were set to be submitted to the Joint Interface Committee (JIC) on March 28, 2006.  The group decided that additional scoping documents were not needed for these requests.  Mr. Saini moved that additional scoping documents were not needed for R05004 (Revised) and R06002 because the requests are self explanatory or already have additional scoping documents attached to them that provide the necessary information for standards drafting.  Mr. Frazier seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by consensus.   
Additional requests that have not been presented to the JIC:

Request R05019 (Modify OASIS Standards and Communication Protocols to clearly document the procedures used to implement the displacement/interruption terms of the Pro Forma tariff) & R05020 (Include a guideline for rounding schedules with partial mWh’s in the Coordinate Interchange Business Practice WEQBPS-002-000) – Mr. Saini moved that the requests were self explanatory in nature and did not require additional scoping documents in order to begin standards drafting and/or modification.  Mr. McKee seconded the motion.  The motion was passed by consensus.

Request R05026 (Thirteen proposed enhancements to Incrementally improve OASIS) – The group discussed the apparent large scope of this request.  Mr. Frazier stated that one of the issues that has arisen during JIC meetings is that NAESB requests sometimes do not have enough limitation on their scope.  He added that this document would most likely be included in that category.  Mr. Rana stated that he and Ms. Kirby would begin work on an initial draft scoping document of R05026 before the next meeting of the SRS.  Ms. Kirby stated that she would attempt to contact Mr. Dodson of Calpine, the submitter of the request, for his assistance.  Ms. Kirby also added that the SRS could ask for the assistance of the ESS/ITS if they determined it necessary.   
3. Review and compare NERC Annual Plan and NAESB WEQ 2006 Annual Plan
Mr. Rana stated that this item had been discussed at the NAESB WEQ February Executive Committee (EC) meeting.  At this time, no changes were necessary.  He asked that further discussion on this item be postponed until the April SRS meeting.
4. Review SARs under development to determine if companion NAESB requests are needed:
Fuel Supply or Delivery Disruption Reporting – Mr. Blevins stated that a drafting team was being formed for this SAR.  Mr. Frazier stated that the purpose of the SAR was more reliability in nature and dealt with NERC reporting requirements.  Mr. Saini moved that because of the above stated reasons, no companion business practice request was necessary.  Mr. Frazier seconded the motion.  The motion passed by consensus.
Violation Risk Factor – Mr. Blevins stated that several of the NERC Version 0 standards were missing risk factor language.  He added that this SAR would enable NERC to go back and add the appropriate risk for each of these factors.  He stated that this was specific to the NERC standards.  Mr. Blevins moved that a companion NAESB standards request was not necessary because this was a NERC process specific request.  Mr. Saini seconded the motion.  The motion passed by consensus.  
Urgent Action: SPP Regional Difference – BAL-006 – Mr. Blevins stated that NERC no longer approves nor includes waivers in its standards.  This SAR is to modify the interchange standards in light of this policy change.  Because of time constraints, additional discussion on NERC SARs was postponed until the April SRS meeting.  
5. Review NERC Ballots
This discussion was postponed for future meetings.
6. Review February 2006 NERC Bulletin
This discussion was postponed for future meetings.
7. Other Business

Mr. Frazier stated that there may be business issues related to NERC CIP standards development.  Ms. Kirby stated that she would add it to the agenda for the April meeting.
8. Future Meetings

The next conference call is scheduled on April 13, 2006 at 2:00 PM Central.  Mr. Rana reminded the group that the agenda would be updated, but that several items were “running” items and would continually be placed on the agenda
9. Adjourn
The meeting adjourned at 2:55 PM Central.
