· Provide Missing Measures and Compliance Elements in Existing Standards

· Purpose: The translation to Version 0 Reliability standards was limited to include only existing requirements, measures and compliance elements.  The CCMC has reviewed the Version 0 standards and identified many existing reliability standards that are missing measures and compliance elements.  Revisions to these standards are needed to complete the missing elements defined in the Reliability Standards Process Manual and to enable inclusion of these standards in the Compliance Monitoring Program.
· Operating Personnel Credentials – Interpretation of requirement 1 (PER-003)

· Purpose: Certification of operating personnel is necessary to ensure minimum competencies for operating a reliable Bulk Electric System 
4. Review SARs under development to determine if companion NAESB requests are needed (please note that this agenda item includes all SARs at NERC currently in the development phase that have not already been voted on by the SRS):   

· Resource Adequacy Assessments
· Purpose: The purpose of this standard is to implement certain recommendations from the Resource and Transmission Adequacy Task Force (RTATF) Report and the Gas/Electricity Interdependency Task Force Report, approved by the NERC Board on June 15, 2004, related to resource adequacy
· Status: The drafting team has posted consideration to comments on the SAR, and revised the SAR and is seeking feedback on the changes made)
· Action: Update needed on progress of SAR and whether commercial implications exist
· Operate Within Interconnection Reliability Operating Limits

· Purpose: The purpose of this standard is to prevent instability, uncontrolled separation or cascading outages that adversely impact the reliability of the bulk transmission system.

· Status: The drafting team has posted Draft 6 of these standards for informational purposes, pending completion of the Determine Facility Ratings standards, which are closely related.

· Action: Update needed on progress of SAR
· Assess Transmission Future Needs and Develop Transmission Plans

· Purpose: To establish a standard for assessing and planning the transmission systems in North America.  The transmission system must be assessed and planned to ensure that it performs its intended functions in providing reliable delivery of power for the future needs of customers.

· Status: Standard drafting in progress on TPL-001 through TPL-004.

· Action: Update needed on progress of SAR and whether commercial implications exist

· Frequency Response

· Purpose: In regard to frequency response, one shortcoming of the recommendations in policy today is that there is no guidance regarding how much governor response (in MW) is required at the 5% droop rate.  This has led to confusion among plant operators and turbine-generator manufacturers alike, and has led to confusion among CA and Generation Operators as to their responsibilities and obligations.  This SAR is suggested to ensure frequency of Interconnection remains above underfrequency load shedding setpoints during transient period following the sudden loss of generation on the Interconnection.

· Status: The drafting team is reviewing the comments submitted on the draft SAR Version 2.
· Action: Update needed on progress of SAR and whether commercial implications exist

· Updates from NERC needed on the status of the following SARs:

· Revisions to BAL-004 – Time Error Correction

· Revisions to BAL-005 – ACE Equation Implementation

· Revisions to BAL-006 – Inadvertent Interchange Data
