Welcome and Administrative
Mr. Saini welcomed participants to the meeting.  Ms. Kirby gave the anti-trust advice.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.  Minor modifications were made to the November 20, 2006 minutes.  Ms. Perlman moved to adopt the minutes as revised and Mr. Schwermann seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted as revised by consensus.           
2. Review NERC SARs and Standards Under Development 

· Resource Adequacy Assessments

· Purpose: The purpose of this standard is to implement certain recommendations from the Resources and Transmission Adequacy Task Force (RTATF) Report and the Gas/Electricity Interdependency Task Force Report, approved by the NERC Board on June 15, 2004.

· Status: SAR comments are under consideration
· Action: Update needed on action taken by NERC
Discussion: Ms. Kirby stated that Ms. Rehman had informed her via email that she did have an update for this item.  However, because Ms. Rehman was not present for the meeting, the update was postponed until the January meeting of the subcommittee.   
· Updates from NERC needed on the status of the following SARs: (carried over from September 18, 2006 meeting)
· Revisions to BAL-004 – Time Error Correction

· Revisions to BAL-005 – ACE Equation Implementation

· Revisions to BAL-006 – Inadvertent Interchange Data
· Revisions to IRO-004 – Require timely submission of data

Discussion: Updates on these items are delayed until the next meeting.      
· System Restoration and Blackstart SAR

· Purpose:   1) Provide an adequate level of reliability for the North American bulk power systems - the standards are complete and the requirements are set at an appropriate level to ensure reliability; 2) Ensure they are enforceable as mandatory reliability standards with financial penalties - the applicability to bulk power system owners, operators, and users, and as appropriate particular classes of facilities, are clearly defined; the purpose, requirements, and measures are results-focused and unambiguous; the consequences of violating the requirements are clear; 3) Incorporate other general improvements described in the standards development work plan; 4) Consider stakeholder comments received during the initial development of the standards and other comments received from ERO regulatory authorities, as noted in the attached review sheets; 5) Satisfy the standards procedure requirement for five-year review of the standards. 

· Status: The SAR drafting team is considering the comments from the 1st posting of the draft SAR.
· Action:  Update need on who is participating in the development of the SAR and whether any commercial implications have yet been identified.    
Discussion:  Mr. Schwermann stated that there was discussion of this SAR at the last NERC Standards Committee (SC) meeting.  The SC noted that the development of the SAR is in its initial stages and that Mr. Kafka and Mr. Sartini were leading the SAR team.  Mr. Saini noted that the SRS should monitor the SAR and standards development.   
· Back-up Facilities SAR

· Purpose: 1) Provide an adequate level of reliability for the North American bulk power systems — the standards are complete and the requirements are set at an appropriate level to ensure reliability; 2) Ensure they are enforceable as mandatory reliability standards with financial penalties — the applicability to bulk power system owners, operators, and users, and as appropriate particular classes of facilities, is clearly defined; the purpose, requirements, and measures are results-focused and unambiguous; the consequences of violating the requirements are clear; 3) Incorporate other general improvements described in the standards development work plan (see attachments); 4) Consider stakeholder comments received during the initial development of the standards and other comments received from ERO regulatory authorities as noted in the attached review sheets; 5) Satisfy the standards procedure requirement for five-year review of the standards.

Discussion: Mr. Saini noted that the SRS would continue to monitor the development of the SAR and any standards that resulted.    
· New SARs (these SARs have not yet been reviewed by the SRS)

· Nuclear Plant Off-site Power Supply Coordination 

Discussion: Mr. Schwermann noted that the SAR team had posted the SAR for a 30 day comment period and were in the process of responding to comments.  Mr. Saini took the action item to review the progress of the NERC team and any standards resulting.
· Revision to Standards Process Manual to Include Cost, Risk, and Benefit Analysis
Discussion: The SAR drafting team is currently reviewing comments submitted on the SAR.  Mr. Saini noted that the SRS should review the resulting standards when available.  
3. Review standards posted for comment
· Under-frequency Load Shedding

Discussion: Mr. Saini took the action item to review the standards and update the SRS during the January meeting.
· Voltage and Reactive Control Standards
Mr. Saini said he would update the SRS during the January meeting on how much of the standard is assigned to the Transmission Service Provider versus the Generation Provider.
4. Review October and November 2006 NERC Bulletins  
Discussion on this item was delayed until the next meeting.
5. Other Business

The group agreed that a different organization of the SRS meetings should be discussed at the January meeting.  For example, it might be more beneficial to hold a 2 hour meeting every other month and review SARs and NERC standards via webex to note commercial implications.  
6. Future Meetings

The SRS scheduled the next conference call for January 29, 2007 at 2:00 p.m. Central time. 
7. Adjourn

Mr. Schwermann moved to adjourn and Ms. Perlman seconded the motion.  The meeting was adjourned by consensus at 2:38 p.m. Central time.
