The Wholesale Electric Quadrant Business Practices Subcommittee and the Wholesale Gas Quadrant Business Practices Subcommittee have scheduled a Joint Subcommittee on Energy Day meeting on April 18 and 19, 2005 in Houston, Texas. All business practices that pass the subcommittee vote will be forwarded for vote by the WEQ and WGQ Executive Committee members at their meetings in May.
