We received one set of comments from: Keith Sappenfield for inclusion in the 2007 annual plan for continued development of contracts standards, which is posted as comments for the upcoming call.  We also received an exchange of emails regarding harmonizing the FERC and DOT reporting structures re: Order 682, which after further discussion was dropped, (http://www.ferc.gov/EventCalendar/Files/20060823093743-RM06-18-000.pdf).  After it was dropped from consideration, I received questions on it at a recent OATI conference.
As you can see from the 2006 plan there are several items that will complete this year.  We can expect some standards development to support the results of the Department of Energy report on the surety assessment on our WGQ standards and the possibility of some standards development as an outgrowth of RM05-28-000 (Gas-Electric Interdependency), should we receive such direction from the FERC.   It is expected that the primary focus of the WGQ annual plan will be the maintenance and enhancements to the existing body of standards to support the market requirements, but the focus could be broadened if new projects are identified.
All comments are posted on the NAESB web site.  To complete the schedule, it is expected that the Wholesale Gas Executive Committee will approve the plan on November 16 at its meeting in Dallas and submit to the NAESB Board of Directors for approval on December 14 at the Board meeting in Houston.
