Draft Minutes
1. Welcome
This conference call was a working session of the WGQ Executive Committee to begin drafting the 2006 WEQ Annual Plan.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.
2. Review of Comments and Identify Changes to the WEQ Annual Plan for 2006
The committee reviewed the draft 2006 Annual Plan posted as a work paper (http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/wgq_aplan110805w2.doc).  The modifications made during this conference call are fully reflected in the 2006 Draft Annual Plan posted as an attachment to these minutes.
Ms. Davis suggested modifying the Completion Date of Item 1 to be “Tabled” with a footnote that states “The Board of Directors determined to table Item 1 at the June 22, 2005 meeting.  Depending on the outcome of the board meeting on December 13, 2005, Request No. R04016 may be withdrawn by the submitters.”  Ms. McQuade stated that the Wholesale Electric Quadrant modified its Annual Plan in a similar fashion.  Ms. McQuade stated that the Wholesale Electric Quadrant also added two sub-sections under Gas-Electric Activities in its draft 2006 Annual Plan:  one to state that the WEQ will respond to requests as received that are related to Docket No. RM05-28-000 and one to state that the WEQ will respond to directives related to the conclusions of the NAESB reports submitted in Docket No. RM05-28-000.  Ms. Van Pelt suggested that these two items be listed as Provisional Items in the 2006 Annual Plan.  The items can be moved into the standards development section if a request is received or if the industry receives a directive on these issues.
Mr. Burden stated that the EDM Subcommittee has been waiting for the WEQ to complete its work on PKI before it moves forward with Item 2.  The Completion date for Item 2 was changed to state:  “Pending WEQ PKI activities”.

Item 3 was given a 2nd Quarter 2006 Completion date.  Mr. Buccigross stated that the Executive Committee officers have begun working with Sandia on the review of the NAESB standards.  Ms. Davis noted that the review would be of WGQ Version 1.7 because Version 1.8 will not be published until July 2006.

Item 4 – “Preparation of documents and submission of EDM standards to ANSI for approval as ANSI standards” was deleted and replaced with an Annual Plan item to review and update the minimum technical characteristics.  The new Annual Plan item was assigned to the EDM Subcommittee and given a 2nd Quarter 2006 Completion date.
Ms. McQuade noted that Item 5 – “Review and develop a Canadian Supplement to the ISDA Gas Annex” was added as a placeholder because it was expected that a Request would be submitted.  A request has not been submitted to date.  Ms. Van Pelt suggested moving Item 5 to the Provisional Items section of the Annual Plan.  If a request is not received within six months, the item will be deleted from the Provisional Items section.

Item 6 – “Review and update NAESB Base Contract for Sale and Purchase of Natural Gas to reflect current industry practices and applicable terms and conditions.  (R05014)” was given a 2nd Quarter 2006 Completion date.

The item on Gas Quality was split into two subsections:  one subsection for Part B of Request No. R03035 to “develop a uniform process, including the underlying assumptions and methodologies, for determining gas quality specifications from measured data” and one subsection for Part C of Request No. R03035 to “examine the need to establish gas quality specification standards.”  The WGQ BPS has started working to address Part B of this request.  Part B of Request No. R03035 was given a 1st Quarter 2006 Completion date.  The subcommittee put “Tabled” for the Completion date of Part C with a footnote that the Board of Directors has voted to keep Part C of this request in abeyance.
Ms. Van Pelt suggested that the maintenance section of the plan be inserted before the Provisional Activities section.
3. Next Steps
Ms. McQuade will make the modifications discussed during the conference call and distribute the documents to the WGQ Executive Committee members for review prior to the November 15 conference call.

The meeting adjourned at 3:25 pm.
