Administrative

Ms. Van Pelt called the meeting to order.  Mr. Oncken gave the antitrust advice and took roll of attendees.  The draft agenda was discussed and it was determined that the subcommittee would defer discussion on those items where the requestor was not present.  Ms. Burch moved, seconded by Ms. Freski, to adopt the draft agenda.  The motion passed unanimously.  

The draft minutes from September 7, 2005 were reviewed.  Ms. Van Pelt proposed to revise the attendance list to reflect the segment affiliation of the participants.  Ms. Davis moved, seconded by Ms. Burch, to adopt the modified draft minutes.  The motion passed unanimously.

Review of the following Business Practices Requests for discussion and possible vote:

Request R04038 submitted by Transwestern Pipeline Company:  Ms. Van Pelt reviewed the discussion and proposed motion regarding this request from the September 7 WGQ BPS meeting.  There was a minor modification to the proposed motion.  Ms. Davis moved, seconded by Ms. Van Pelt, as follows:  

The BPS instructs the IR Subcommittee to accommodate the senders option business practice of indicating in the NAESB WGQ Operationally Available and Unsubscribed Capacity Data Set (5.4.13) whether authorized overrun has been scheduled.  

During discussion on the motion, the expected format of the field was discussed.  Although data format is within the purview of the WGQ Information Requirements (IR) Subcommittee, the subcommittee noted that the request contemplates an indicator, so a “yes/no” field would probably be used.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Request R05017 submitted by El Paso Eastern Pipelines:  Ms. Van Pelt reviewed the discussion and proposed motion regarding this request from the September 7 WGQ BPS meeting.  Discussion resulted in several modifications to the draft motion.  One significant change was modifying the usage of the Rate Form/Type Code data element instead of deleting the data element and associated data as originally proposed.  Ms. Davis noted that modifying the usage would allow organizations to stop using the data element but not require organizations to delete the data element from existing implementations.  Mr. Gracey moved, seconded by Mr. Young, as follows:  

The BPS instructs the IR Subcommittee to modify the usage of the Rate Form/Type Code data and corresponding data elements from conditional to senders option in the NAESB WGQ Transactional Reporting – Capacity Release (5.4.20) and Transactional Reporting – Firm Transportation (5.4.21) data sets; and further accommodate the code value Blended Rate for the data element Rate Identification Code in the same data sets.   

The motion passed unanimously. 

Request R04029 submitted by Gas Transmission Northwest Corp.:  Discussion on this item was deferred because a representative from Gas Transmission Northwest Corp. was not present to discuss the request.  Ms. Van Pelt noted that a work paper related to this item was posted.  

Request R03036 submitted by KeySpan:  Discussion on this item was deferred because a representative from KeySpan was not present to discuss the request.
