Welcome & Administrative Items

Mr. Sappenfield called the meeting to order.  Mr. Oncken gave the antitrust advice and took roll of attendees.  Mr. Sappenfield reviewed the draft agenda and no modifications were offered.  Mr. Novak moved, seconded by Ms. Gussow, to adopt the draft agenda.  The motion passed unanimously.  

2. Review and discuss processing of UPDATE to the NAESB BASE contact request R05014
Mr. Sappenfield stated this was an organizational conference call to prepare for working on Request R05014.  Mr. Sappenfield reminded participants that the 30-day comment period soliciting comments and proposed changes on the NAESB contract would start the following week.  Although high-level comments were included in the request, Mr. Sappenfield suggested that parties re-submit their individual comments during the comment period.  Mr. Sappenfield prepared a set of example comments based on the drafting of the ISDA Gas Annex.  There was no discussion on the process being used for the request for comments.

Comments should be received by Friday, October 7 so that Mr. Sappenfield can compile all comments into a single document before the next meeting.  The next WGQ Contracts meeting is scheduled for October 11 at the NAEBS Offices in Houston, TX.  At that meeting the subcommittee will do an initial screening of all comments to determine which topics should be included in the revision.  The subcommittee would work through individual comments and issues at subsequent meetings.  Also, individual task groups could be established to work on particular issues, if warranted.  
3. Establish meeting dates, time and locations for review of comments and start of NAESB review process. 
The next meeting is scheduled for October 11.  Mr. Sappenfield will work with the NAESB Office on tentative dates for future meetings.  The meeting schedule will be determined at the October 11 meeting.  
4. Face to Face Meeting first week in October 2005 to commence review of comments and decide on comments to be worked.
There was no discussion of this item.

5. Discuss and recommend action on CSA Typo inquiry from Chevron per email of July 11, 2005 (work paper posted for this meeting)
The subcommittee reviewed the email submitted by Chevron discussing potential typographical errors in the NAESB Credit Support Addendum.  The subcommittee agreed that the issues raised in the email were typographical errors and should be corrected.  Mr. Sappenfield will prepare these as a minor correction to be discussed by the WGQ Executive Committee at its next meeting.
