Final Minutes

1. 
Administrative

Mr. Love called the meeting to order and welcomed attendees.  Mr. Oncken gave the antitrust advice.  Mr. Novak moved, seconded by Ms. Crockett, to adopt the agenda without modification.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mr. Sappenfield moved, seconded by Ms. Burnett, to adopt the October 16, 2003 meeting minutes as drafted.  The motion passed unanimously.  Ms. McVicker moved, seconded by Mr. Sappenfield, to adopt the March 11, 2004 meeting minutes as drafted.  The motion passed unanimously.  
2. 
Discussion and potential vote on request C05001
Ms. Rogers presented Request C05001.  Ms. Rogers stated that the focus of concern in the request was the new gas quality reporting standard 4.3.s2, and its requirement to list certain gas quality components.  Ms. Rogers expressed concerned that the components listed could be interpreted as a requirement instead of an example of the types of information to post when that information is available.  She noted that a literal interpretation and application would go beyond the current gas quality information captured by many pipelines.  She proposed the following language, “[a]s such, not all attributes need be included in all postings and additional attributes may be included as applicable.”
Mr. Love stated Request C05001 appeared more general than Ms. Rogers’ description.  He said the subcommittee understood the request to focus on the general question of drafting the standards using language such as “should” and “could” as opposed to “will” or “shall”, and prepared a draft clarification to that issue.  Ms. Rogers agreed that Request C05001 was more general in nature, but the real concern was the application of the language in standard 4.3.s2, as noted above.  
Ms. Rogers agreed it would be appropriate to withdraw Request C05001 and submit a new, more specific request on the issues stated above.  Mr. Novak noted that the drafting subcommittee or WGQ Executive Committee did not consider the list in standard 4.3.s2 as all inclusive.  Ms. McVicker cautioned that the subcommittee should not rewrite the standard through the Interpretations process.  Mr. Love agreed and added that clarification of the standard could be appropriate since many thought the standard was clear and called for reporting the available information at an identified location as specified in the tariff, but others could interpret the list to go beyond its illustrative purpose.
