7.3.X For EDM Version 1.6 , should 128-bit Secure Socket Layer (SSL) encryption be used?

Interpretation:  NAESB WGQ Standard 4.3.88 states “For EDI/EDM, 128-bit Secure Socket Layer (SSL) encryption should be used.”  Additionally, NAESB WGQ Standards 4.3.61 and 4.3.83 state that 128-bit Secure Socket layer (SSL) encryption should be used for Customer Activities Websites and Interactive Flat File EDM (Interactive FF/EDM).  As demonstrated by these three specific references, the intent of the standards is that 128-bit Secure Socket Layer (SSL) encryption should be used as specified for EDI/EDM, Interactive FF/EDM and Customer Activities Websites for NAESB Versions 1.6 and 1.7.
