Leave airport, following exit signs.
Take left ramp onto I-80 EAST toward OGDEN/PROVO - go 1.6 mi
Take exit #117 onto I-215 SOUTH toward PROVO. 
Merge onto I-215 South and continue traveling south approximately 16.0 miles.  I-215 loops around most of the valley and gradually turns toward the East – just keep going. 

Take Exit #6 - 6200 South toward Ski Areas/Snowbird/Alta/Solitude/Brighton, and turn right (East) onto 6200 South.
Stay to the right. The road curves almost immediately to the right onto 3000 east.
Proceed on 3000 East through one traffic light. At the second light, turn right onto Cottonwood Parkway. 

Follow Cottonwood Parkway to the second stop sign and turn right. There will be two parking lots; one on your left and one on your right. You may park in either one.
Enter the main lobby of the building and turn left toward the elevators for building 2755. Kern River is on the 3rd floor; the receptionist there will register you and provide a visitor badge.

The thin-crust pizzas come with innovative toppings from Asia, Latin America and the Southwest; signature pizzas like the Original BBQ Chicken and Jamaican Jerk Chicken compete with old standbys like pepperoni and traditional cheese. Pastas, salads, soups and sandwiches round out the menu.
The Dodo

Unlikely to meet the sad fate of its namesake bird, this quirky, unpretentious restaurant tucked next to a parking garage has huge heart but a slightly wacky take on dining that seems to work best at brunch or lunch. Appetizers include a pie of artichoke hearts, cheddar cheese and onions; crab-and-asparagus cakes; and gravlax and cream cheese. Such unusual pairings raise question marks yet slide satisfyingly into the stomach. Try the Dodo herbed chicken over mornay pasta, which features large breast tenders; or the honey-mustard baked Atlantic salmon. Unfortunately, the pan-fried steak can be a little too pan-fried and the veggie medley can have an overcooked, soggy texture. Chunky, garlicky mashed potatoes redeem the day with a perfect balance of textures. We also sometimes feel the urge to go straight to dessert here, especially after a movie, tucking happily into a long list of delights---including a gooey, sinfully sweet Tollhouse Pie---made by their own in-house pastry chef.

Biaggi’s

Traditional Italian food served in a casual, friendly setting has been the hallmark of Biaggi's since the family of that name opened its first restaurant in Bloomington, Ill., five years ago, according to news releases announcing its arrival in Salt Lake City. With at least five-dozen items on Biaggi's menu, ranging from a dozen antipasti, even more pasta dishes and a wide variety of entrees, from eggplant or veal parmesan to grilled steaks and seafood, making a decision can be difficult. Luckily, cost shouldn't be too much of a factor, because everything is reasonably priced. The pasta dishes, for example, range from $8 to $14, and all of the handmade, thin-crust pizzas and lunchtime sandwiches are less than $8.

Rich hors d'oeuvres--a wild mushroom crepe with black truffle, terrine de fois gras, or black mussels steamed with garlic and Riesling--set the stage for Chef Neville King's specialties. Simple dishes like roasted salmon and cassoulet of white beans are what the chef does best--preferable to small, unremarkable filet mignon. While the menu includes a variety of grilled items, as well as braised lamb shanks, and shrimp and scallop pasta, vegetarians have to cobble a meal together from appetizers, salads and side dishes. For dessert, choose the tarte Tatin--sticky with caramel sauce and served hot with ice cream--and a French press of aromatic coffee.

Appetizers, salads and soups are fine-tuned savory specimens. Entrée satisfaction is hit or miss. Service is impeccable; an extensive wine and sake list offers myriad choices to match complex Asian/French flavors. Tomato coconut soup with grilled shrimp morels is divine. Don't miss the Szechwan blistered green beans with peanuts and garlic or the Malaysian curried chicken pot stickers with sliced cucumber and Sambal Bad Jak dipping sauce. Thumbs-up entrées include the soy and ginger-glazed sea bass with Vietnamese green papaya and carrot salad and the Asian vegetable hot pot. Desserts are fabulous--the dark chocolate fortune cookies a must.
Chimayo

Soup-lovers should begin with the four-soup taster (corn chowder, pumpkin bisque, spicy Southwestern wild mushroom, tortilla), but shouldn't overlook other options, because Chimayo's sauces are exquisite. The corn-habañero sauce that accompanies the seared scallop appetizer and the ancho chili and Mexican oregano sauce served with the filet mignon entree are so good, you'll mop up every last drop. Sauce isn't all that's memorable about filet mignon: Rubbed with mole spices, it's fork-tender and cooked exactly to order. Among other entrees, crown roast of barbecued spareribs is equally delicious: pork falls off the bone, and chipotle and caramelized pineapple glaze is the perfect complement. But really, it's hard to go wrong with anything you order.
Riverhorse Cafe

Appealing menu of attractive appetizers and hearty entrées. Asian touches are evident in the chicken satay, shrimp pot stickers, and refreshing ahi tuna sashimi with soy-ginger-wasabi dressing. A crispy duck salad offers contrasts of tartly dressed greens and meaty duck slices, while the Caesar offers more classic flavors. Entrées include macadamia-crusted halibut, grilled lobster tail, and charred rack of lamb, with colorful sauces and presentation adding to the appeal.

The grilled tuna chop, marinated and served with wasabi vinaigrette on top of mashed potatoes and haystack onions, was the highlight of the evening. The vinaigrette made a terrifically tart sauce to the rich tuna, and the onions evoked memories of seaside onion-ring stands. Less impressive were the butternut squash ravioli simmered in extra virgin olive oil, sage, tomato concasse, and grated Asiago. They were nice, but the serving was small, and had no "ooomph." Desserts are a highlight. The vanilla ice cream with fresh wild berries marinated in vanilla was everything you'd hope it would be. The chocolate brownie was a perfect balance of sweet and bitter, and not overly done in either size or richness.
