Fuel Information
At the previous meeting, the subcommittee restructured the detail portion of the Fuel Information data structure again.  After discussion, it was restructured yet again.  See below.
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Because we need to accommodate the unique aspects of the fuel percentage data element, we need to either find a data set that contains both the 332 data element (most likely in the ITA segment) and the necessary segments for our data structure or develop a data set that specifically meets our needs.

The data sets that contain the ITA segment are 140, 142, 143, 187, 219, 220, 811, 819, 851, 859, and 867.  After review of the data sets, the 867 is the closest data set to match our data structure.  However, using the data set would not be x12 compliant because it would be using the data set for a reason other than its intended purpose and it would require “pirating” code values.  Therefore, is not in the best interest of NAESB.  At the next meeting, we will create a working document of the new data set and an x12 sample.
