BPS instructs the Information Requirements Subcommittee (IR) to accommodate the sender’s option business practice of sending minimum volumetric commitment percentage, minimum volumetric commitment quantity, primary/secondary indicator, location contractual maximum pressure, location contractual minimum pressure, and contractual evergreen indicator information in the NAESB WGQ Transactional Reporting – Firm data set, 5.4.21. IR should also modify the Rate Reporting Level and Rate Reporting Level Description data elements in the same data set from conditional to sender’s option. Additionally, IR should accommodate new code values for the Rate Identification Code and Rate Charged Reference data elements based on the submitter’s request.
