Brief Biography of Dr. Bruce Averill

Dr. Bruce Averill is the Senior Coordinator for Critical Energy Infrastructure Protection Policy in the Office of the Coordinator for Counterterrorism (S/CT) at the U.S. Department of State.  From 2006-2007, he was a William C. Foster Fellow in the Office of Plans, Policy & Analysis in the Bureau of Political-Military Affairs (PM/PPA) at the State Department, where he focused on international critical infrastructure protection and helped develop and implement a new U.S. Global Critical Energy Infrastructure Protection Strategy.  From 2004-2005, he was a Jefferson Science Fellow in the Office of Regional Economic Policy and Summit Coordination, Bureau of Western Hemisphere Affairs (WHA/EPSC).  In this role, he led a joint USG/OAS initiative to dramatically increase the utilization of geothermal energy resources in Latin America, and he also represented WHA/EPSC on an interagency policy coordinating committee (PCC) that was responsible for the development of the strategic energy policy for the Western Hemisphere that was approved earlier this year.  Dr. Averill has a Ph.D. in chemistry from MIT, and he has served previously on the faculties of Michigan State University, the University of Virginia, and the University of Amsterdam in the Netherlands.  Dr. Averill’s scientific research interests are in the general area of bioinorganic chemistry, which focuses on elucidating the functions of metals in living organisms.  He is also the first author on a new general chemistry text for college science majors, the first edition of which was published in 2006.
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
