	Discussion:
	· In announcing the call, Mr. Newcomb noted that the following should be discussed: (1) Reviewing the draft standards outline, (2) Reviewing the other types of DSM programs and how to incorporate them, (3) Look at the standards format from the RTO group, (4) Review the 4 RTO product types and see how they correspond to retail programs, (5) Discuss baseline approaches and how we will address them, and (6) Review the NERC worksheet and provide Donna Pratt with comments.
· This meeting was set up to review the draft model business practices as prepared by Ms. Edwards and Mr. Precht.  After the review, it is hoped that Ms. Johnson, Ms. Hindes and Mr. Johnson will provide the technical information needed to complete the draft set of standards.  

· Mr. Precht reviewed the formatting used for retail model business practices (http://www.naesb.org/misc/mbpformatting.doc).  Book 12 has been reserved for demand response measurement and verification business practice standards.  He then reviewed a template for the text of the model business practices (http://www.naesb.org/misc/dsmretail_mbpdraft080708.doc).  In discussion on the definitions, it was noted that UET might not be needed, as most electronic communications are internal.
· In review of the model business practices, the outline was based on working documents provided by Ms. Johnson and Ms. Hindes.  On several of the sections, the outline and language is based on the matrix developed by the ISOs.  The model section is blank, but may include such charts as those put together by Ms. Edwards (http://www.naesb.org/misc/mv_process_flow_diagram_080708.ppt).  

· Examples have been developed that may fit into the outline and chart reviewed for load control programs.  Ms. Hindes, Ms. Johnson and Mr. Johnson will be asked to work with NAESB office to add the examples into the standards template prepared by Mr. Precht.
· The number of products types should be identified for the retail market space.  The ISOs have defined four product types for the wholesale market.  The retail DR programs should be reviewed and determined as to which type most closely describes them.

· The outline prepared by the ISOs and RTOS for introduction was reviewed for applicability and may be suited for the text of the retail recommendation (http://www.naesb.org/misc/proposed_outline_mv_preamble.doc). 
· .  The format for the retail and wholesale standards differs in that the introduction for the WEQ standards is included in each group of standards.

· Mr. Newcomb described the effort underway at NERC and the need for retail input into the process (http://www.naesb.org/misc/draft_nerc_dsmtf_dr_reporting_protocol_061808.xls).  He noted that Dominion is reviewing the spreadsheet provided in the link for entry for data for a retail DR program and will provide Ms. Pratt with comments.

	Next Steps and Assignments:
	· Ms. Johnson, Ms. Hindes, Mr. Williamson and Mr. Johnson will review the existing examples of retail DR programs and should fold those examples into the template standards language – this activity may dovetail with other AEIC tasks underway.  
· A non-sampled direct control program should also be parsed into the template.  Ms. Hindes noted that they might have a program that would suffice, as did Mr. Johnson, who will confer with Mr. Allen.  Mr. Crouch may also provide descriptions of programs that would be applicable.  Groups that are researching baselines could also provide information. 

· Midwest ISO will have a paper published comparing baselines that may provide input into the process outlined in the above bullet.

· The ISOs will also have information on baselines that may be applicable, but will not be available for full review until it is released.
· Ms. McQuade will ask Mr. Coe if baseline techniques could be provided from the ISOs prior to their release of the draft standards on September 30.  Early receipt of this information would be helpful to the retail development efforts.
· There may be direct reference to AEIC manual on load research, which includes sampling (Chapter 4) that would be applicable.

	Scheduling:
	· Once the examples are folded into the standards template, a full WG2 call will be arranged for a review of the work products, preferably prior to October 3.

· September 2-5 in the afternoon are likely dates for the smaller group to work together and fold the examples into the template.
