Program statistical analysis rigor
Comments, Notes, Considerations or Proposed Standards or Model Business Practices as they may apply to pre-program or post program evaluation, or specific to demand response or energy efficiency, or specific to wholesale markets or retail markets:

· A set sample size is not appropriate. Sample sizes should allow for situational, regional or operational differences.
· Confidence intervals or ranges should be set.

· Error tolerance percentages should be set.

· Length(s) of sampling over a percentage of time should be set.

Data accuracy
Comments, Notes, Considerations or Proposed Standards or Model Business Practices as they may apply to pre-program or post program evaluation, or specific to demand response or energy efficiency, or specific to wholesale markets or retail markets:

· Measured field data should be permitted so long as it was obtained in an acceptable manner.
· Published data no older than 5 years can be used where actual values are not available.

Error propagation

· Additional model business practices and standards may be needed for uncertainty analyis, measured data, deemed data and quantification.

· Standards and model business practices for bias control should not be restricted to pilot programs.

Regression analyses

· Standards for regression analysis or baseline establishment should reflect weather effects and adjustment and how it may affect demand.

· Energy and demand effects of weather-dependent measures should be normalized to long-term average weather data as recorded by NOAA. All adjustment techniques should be documented and prevailing weather conditions during verification/monitoring periods should be reported.

· The standards for regression analysis or baseline establishment should reflect normalization to long-range averages. “Long-range” should be defined as “30 years” with allowances for regional differences and significant and sustained near-term variations.

· Measures must be taken to ensure the highest quality of data, particularly for demand, e.g., certain types of load reduction are measurable while others cannot easily be measured.

Field verification
