Dear NAESB DSM-EE Distribution Group- 

First, I would like to thank all of you for either attending one or more of our four subcommittee meetings held to date, or for being part of our distribution list for this effort. At the end of the meeting on July 26, we finished editing a list of some 39 topics in nine areas that the Task Force believes are needed by the industries and lend themselves to development into NAESB model business practices (MBPs) on measurement and verification (M&V) of energy savings and peak demand reduction of energy quantity.  
At the September meeting, we plan to (a) review a comprehensive list of M&V protocols currently being used at Grid Operators around the US; (b) determine, based on responses the August 24 request for comments and identification of possible standards text, areas where model business practices or standards would be helpful in the following areas:  pre-program or post program evaluation, demand response or energy efficiency, and wholesale markets or retail markets; and (c) review the glossary and any other work papers that are submitted.  
Mr. David Pickles of ICF International has graciously agreed to facilitate the meeting again.  We should have an agenda out shortly.  The call for comments and work papers has already been distributed with a requested submittal date of September 14.  Please be aware that you can participate by phone if you are unable to travel, and the meeting will be web cast.
