	Kathy Johnson and others described the revised retail demand response programs matrix, http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/dsmee113007w6.xls.  During the discussion the following points were made and additional comments were captured in the matrix itself:
· Other utilities that offer demand response programs should use the matrix as a template to provide information on their programs.  The NAESB office will ask companies to provide such information to the office.
· As other information is provided, the matrix can be used to determine where model business practices would be helpful for M & V  for retail market demand response programs.

· The matrix address both pre-program evaluation and post program review.
· The matrix should be considered a data collection device – the text provided should not be considered proposed standards themselves.
The group will focus on continuing to collect information from other groups that provide demand response programs in retail markets.

	The matrix format – its row and column headers will be reviewed along with descriptions, to provide context for those interested in providing information.
