	Discussion of deliverables including possible modifications to work papers provided for the call
	Phil Precht described the direction of the retail quadrants in development of a glossary and Rae McQuade described the approach followed by the wholesale gas and wholesale electric quadrants:

· The retail quadrants develop a glossary for terms that are generally applicable.  Any specifics that would make the definition contextual are not placed in the definition, but rather in the business practices themselves.  

· The wholesale gas quadrant does not have a glossary per se, but develops standards that are generally applicable definitions supporting one or more of the business functions for which we have standards – contracts, nominations, flowing gas, invoicing, capacity release, electronic delivery mechanisms, as examples.   They are considered standards and require the same voting procedures as all standards for adoption.
· The wholesale electric quadrant also does not have a glossary per se, but develops definitions that are contextual and may vary from business function to business function.  They too are considered standards, and require the same voting procedures as all standards for adoption.

The NAESB office will combine the FERC and EIA work papers into the supporting document of the collection of glossary terms from various sources:

The group will focus on collecting terms and as the matrices approach completion, two key questions will need to be answered:

· Will the glossary of terms be a supporting document putting the developed DR business practices in context, or will the glossary of terms be standards themselves?

· Will the definitions be contextually specific to some of the DR standards or markets within which the DR programs operate, or will they be more generally applicable and the specific embedded in the DR business practices themselves?
