	Discussion of deliverables including possible modifications to work papers provided for the call
	The group reviewed the template for the matrix, which can be found at the following address: http://www.naesb.org/misc/non_iso_working_document.xls, and was augmented through a review of the ISO template, also for wholesale markets – but shown in an aggregate view for  typs of DR programs: http://www.naesb.org/misc/iso_mv_matrix_final_template_111307.xls .  During the discussion the following points were made:
· There may not be many demand response programs operating in the wholesale market that are not administered by ISOs and RTOs, and there may not be many differences in the programs themselves as opposed to those operated by ISOs and RTOs.  If that is the case, the wholesale matrix can be combined with the effort underway by the ISOsand RTOs (Group 5), led by Eric Winkler.
· The matrix addresses both pre-program evaluation and post program review.
· Neal Allen and Ollie Frazier will check wit their companies to determine if they operate any DR wholesale programs outside ISOs and RTOs.  Similarly, Mike Wells will check with his constituency at WECC.

· The matrix should be considered a data collection device – the text provided should not be considered proposed standards themselves.
The group will focus on continuing to collect information from other groups that provide demand response programs in wholesale markets.

	Discussion of November 30 meeting
	The matrix format – its row and column headers will be reviewed along with descriptions, to provide context for those interested in providing information.  The content of the matrix itself will not be reviewed in detail unless there are questions raised that are specific to utilities and others who will be providing information.
