	The meeting began at 9 am C.  The roll was taken and participants were welcomed.  Antitrust was given and the agenda was adopted.

	Discussion:
	· Mr. Winkler provided an update of the wholesale glossary.  The wholesale group has developed a glossary of 44 defined terms in their standards.  Some terms are NERC definitions and others are agreed upon terms that the ISO/RTOs have developed in their collaborative process.  Mr. Winkler has been using the two seminal documents for glossary terms from FERC and NERC to ensure consistency, www.nerc.com/page.php?cid=2%7C20%7C283, www.ferc.gov/industries/electric/indus-act/demand-response/2006/survey/glossary.pdf.
· Mr. Precht asked for a copy of the wholesale terms and definitions to aid in the development of the same for retail.  Mr. Winkler said that senior management and the legal department need to review the terms before they would be released.  He also wanted to check the definitions against tariff definitions.  Ms. McQuade recommended wording either in the definitions or as an introduction to clarify that they would be applied unless otherwise specified in a tariff.  This language could also be used in drafting the retail standards. 
· A question arose as the whether there should be a Preamble section or a Technical Implementation Guide.  Mr. Winkler said he thought that a technical implementation guide was more of a manual.  Ms. Galik will send him the technical implementation guides on wholesale gas for nominations and for OASIS WEQ-013 as examples along with retail customer information. 
· Mr. Winkler noted that the draft preamble from Mr. Isser takes the form of a literature review.  Ms. Pratt has provided an introduction outline to put the wholesale standards into context with an executive summary, http://www.naesb.org/misc/proposed_outline_mv_preamble.doc, which may suffice as the preamble for the wholesale standards.

	Next Steps and Assignments:
	· Mr. Winkler noted that both the wholesale and retail introductions could be prepared by those drafting the standards along with a review by an external source.  Ms. McQuade suggested that a discussion of the procedures used for standards development would be helpful either in th document or as an attachment/link.
· A small retail DSM group is meeting on August 22, 2008 to continue work on developing draft standards.
