	Review of Progress Made and Discussion Points
	· In review of the matrix, it was agreed that a conference call/web cast would be held the week of March 16 to include ConEd programs.  Rae McQuade and Ripley Newcomb will conduct the calls with Elena Futoryan and Andre Wellington of ConEd and any other representatives they choose.  ConEd programs to be included in the retail matrix will be distributed load relief and direct load control programs for air conditioning.

· Similarly, a conference call/web cast will be held the week of March 16 to include the PSE program.  Rae McQuade and Ripley Newcomb will conduct the call with Bob Harshbarger and any other representatives of PSE to include the program in the matrix from the work paper provided by Mr. Harshbarger.

· Ripley Newcomb will add programs from Dominion/GoodCents that have been approved by the state commission for distributed generation and A/C control programs.
· Rae McQuade will reach out to Wendell Miyaji of ComVerge to see which programs ComVerge would add to the matrix.  Hopefully, this can also be completed the week of March 16.
· A review of the IRC progress on the development of the wholesale electric matrix for DR programs administered by ISOs and RTOs and in particular, the lessons learned will be factored into the changes to the retail matrix.  Mr. Winkler noted that the matrix in now in version 4 and has grown to 50 columns of characteristics from an original consolidated 5 columns.  The group is now reviewing the matrix to collapse several of the columns and analysis should be underway shortly for possible standards development.  A review of the progress will be presented at the March 28 DSM-EE meeting in Houston.

	Review and Edit Work Plan
	· Several changes were reflected in the plan to support today’s discussion.  The changes included more specificity on additions to the matrix, interaction with the ISO work product to reflect lessons learned, and the development of a tutorial from the instructions worksheet of the matrix.  In addition, dates and assignments modifications were made to several of the items.  The revised work plan is shown in a link below.

	EM&V Discussion
	· Evaluation, measurement and verification discussion was raised by BGE in January meeting, but is not reflected in the retail matrix at this time.  Ruth Kiselewich noted that it would be best to use language from the NAPEE guide (see link below, pages 2-4 and 2-5).  Some concern was raised that the “E” in EM&V, evaluation is oftentimes seen as a “soft” characteristic that may not lend itself to business practices standards development, as compared to measurement, which is viewed as a “hard” or more discrete characteristic.  As an example, while impact evaluation can be very specific – for measuring energy and demand savings, other evaluation criteria is less so – such as health benefits and job creation.

· For follow up, we will review the NAPEE document and discuss at a subsequent conference call for possible inclusion in the matrix.

	Other Business
	· The ISO-RTO Council will be holding a full day technical conference on demand response in Washington DC on April 21.  Rae McQuade will moderate one of the panels, Ruth Kiselewich has been asked to speak and Commissioner Wellinghoff will serve as the keynote speaker.  The announcement is shown in the link below and will be forwarded by the NAESB office. 

	Next Steps, Assignments:
	· TBD:  prior to March 28 for follow up conference call to review the matrix additions, any changes to the work plan and review of EM&V as noted in the NAPEE document (pages 2-4 and 2-5).
· AIC group is working in similar areas and Kathy Johnson or Cheryl Hines may provide input into the matrix. (Rip Newcomb)
· Conduct calls with ConEd and PSE for inclusion in the matrix. (Rae McQuade, Rip Newcomb)
· Contact ComVerge for inclusion in the Matrix. (Rae McQuade)
· Include Dominion/GoodCents examples in the matrix. (Rip Newcomb)
· Review the NAPEE report for consideration of inclusion of evaluation into the retail matrix. (Task Group)
