	Discussion Points on Agenda item 2: Review Progress Made on Glossary

DSM/EE Glossary Working Group Initial Terms to be Defined

Reference Definition Document for DSM/EE Glossary
	Discussion points:

· If there is a FERC and NERC definition for the same term, we may ask FERC and NERC to come to agreement on a definition.  With the emphasis on reliability and the need to have reliability and business practices complementary, NERC should be given a preference, but should be reviewed on a case-by-vase basis and some changes may be needed to reflect terms that would also support program applied to the gas market.
· Glossary terms should be contextual – directed toward the standards that are developed for the programs that have been reviewed.
· Definitions that are not applicable to the standards developed will not be included in the glossary effort.

· The group expects that the terms will be treated as standards and will be shown within the context of the business practices.  As the terms are developed and we know more about the types of business practices that will be considered, this decision may be revisited.  
· For the initial terms to be defined, it does not appear that there will be significant regional differences.  However, we will need to seek NERC, NARUC and FERC input for those terms where they have not prepared definitions.  If the terms are contextual and are to reflect wholesale markets, then NERC and FERC will take precedence and will be specific to the wholesale markets.
· If we determine that there are conflicts in definitions, then we may choose to provide some context for those differences – in either a glossary or a preamble.
· The wholesale group that is developing the matrix may develop a list of terms to be defined that would support the development of the business practices.  This may also be true for the retail matrix group.

	Next Steps, Assignments and Other Business:
	1. Phil Precht identified the terms and definitions for the initial pass. The paper was posted.  It will be presented on 1-23-08.
2. Rae spoke Ryan Irwin of FERC regarding the glossary.  She will follow up with NERC and NARUC.
3. Rae McQuade will include a progress note to the EEI, AGA and ELCON.  If any issues are identified as cause for concern in our approach, we will provide such to the glossary team for consideration.
4. Next Conference Call/Web Cast:  will be scheduled after the 1-23-08 meeting.  There may be a delay until further progress is made on the matrices, so that definitions to be developed can be identified as we know the business practices to be considered.
