Below is a compilation of questions and editorial suggestions submitted by reviewers at Spectra Energy of the proposed eTariff Implementation Guide.

· Do we need the descriptions of the data elements contained in the list that begins on page 12 of Filing Data Table Data Elements?  They don't always match the information provided in the data element table that begins on page 21.  Sometimes they provide additional information, but sometimes they provide less information.  Unless users of the Implementation Guide go back and forth between the two sources, they will get incomplete information related to the data elements.  The Implementation Guide will be easier to use if complete descriptions are contained in one place.

· It isn't clear just what type of information and what level of detail is needed in the Tariff Record Title, the Record Content Description, and the Record Narrative Name.  A comparison of the section based and sheet based use cases shows an inconsistency in how these data elements are used.  Since two of these fields will populate a table of contents, how these fields are populated will determine whether a table of contents is useful or not.

· When referring to the Office of the Secretary, use the more common "OSec" rather than "SOC".  FERC Staff has consistently used OSec in meetings.
· On pages 4 and 5, what is x.4.z?  Is 0.4.z on page 6 the same thing?

· On pages 4 and 6, "Statement of Conditions" should be "Statement of Operating Conditions."

· In the definition of Tariff (D6) on page 5, why is S1 listed in the NAESB WGQ Standards but not in the NAESB WEQ Standards?

· What is the difference between Tariff and tariff?  Both are used in the third paragraph on page 6 under General Purpose.

· On page 10, the first sentence under "Attachment Data Table" is missing the word "is".

· On page 11, under Data Element Overview, "implementation manual" should be "implementation guide" to be consistent with terminology throughout the document.
· On page 15, under Record Content Description, the double underline under the letter "d" in the word "changed" should be removed.

· On page 21, column 3 (Definition of Data Element) for Company Identifier should say "A FERC-designated code" instead of "A FERC-designated Company Identifier code."

· On sheet 23, column 6 (Usage Responsiblity Conditions) for Suspension Motion should say "Conditional based on Type of Filing" instead of "Conditional based off of Type of Filing."

· On sheet 25, column 6 (Usage Responsiblity Conditions) for Attachment Document File Name should say "if not otherwise pre-defined" instead of "if not otherwise are pre-defined."
