Note on the electric group's comments

For ease we actually pulled apart the larger document and divided it into three parts:  1) the open issues memo, which addresses the electric group's thoughts on open issues raised by the ETTF; 2) the bulk of the Guide; and 3) Use cases.  We pulled the latter apart, because we had almost no comments other than typos on Use Cases and understand many folks are not interested in printing out those pages.  Also submitted is a proposal on headers and footers which is also reflected in the comments in the guide.  

The extent of redlining may be a surprise, but this was the first opportunity to examine the guide from the perspective of a regulatory person or attorney who has never attended a single eTariff meeting and is trying to discern what the standard requires and means.  Adding more definitions, and then more accurately using those defined terms, seemed the best vehicle for making certain sections of the guide comprehensible to a layperson with minimal programming knowledge.  Understanding what has to be filed using eTariff and under what circumstances, i.e., when it must be filed using eTariff, is crucial.  Just as importantly, the guide must address what version of Jurisdictional Documents must be filed when a Jurisdictional Document must be filed through eTariff, as many Jurisdictional Documents are in a constant state of flux as to the effectiveness of their provisions.  We expanded significantly the FAQ in order to deal with these issues.  

Also note that very soon we will post samples reflecting the header/footer position.  
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
